I transmit herewith the annual report on Mortality Statistics for 1920, which is the twenty-first annual
compilation of such statistics prepared by the Bureau of the Census. It is based on transcripts of death cer-
tificates received from the registration area for deaths, which, in 1920, had an estimated population of 87,745,921
or 82.3 per cent of the total estimated population of the United States and the territory of Hawaii.

The total number of deaths returned from this death registration area for the calendar year 1920 was
1,147,158, corresponding to a death rate of 13.1 per 1,000 population. The state of Nebraska was added to
the death registration area in 1920.

This report was prepared under the direction of Dr. William H. Davis, chief statistician for vital statistics,
assisted by Mr. John B. Mitchell, expert chief of division.

Acknowledgment is made of the efficient services rendered in the preparatlon of this report by Mr. Clyde

INTRODUCTION.

The present report presents mortality statistics for
the death registration area of the United States. This
aroa for 1920 includes, besides the 1919 area, one
additional state—Nebraska.

Because of the distant location of Hawaii and the
peculiar constitution of its population, deaths from this
part of the registration area are not included in the
general tables but are shown in special tables. Deaths
of soldiers, sailors, and marines are included in both the
text and general tables, but are no longer shown in
special tables as in 1917, 1918, and 1919. Data
presented in the general tables are based on all deaths
in the registration area of the United States, exclusive
of Hawaii, a total of 1,142,558 for the year.

New estimates of population for the years 1910 to
1920 for the registration area, the registration states,
and registration cities of 100,000 population or more
in 1920, have been made by the arithmetical method,
based on the Federal censuses of 1910 and 1920.

All death rates are based on total deaths, including
deaths of nonresidents, deaths in hospitals and institu-
tions, and deaths of soldiers, sailors, and marines.
Caution should always be exercised in drawing deduc-
tions from crude death rates, for due allowance must
first be made for deaths of nonresidents, for the
peculiar composition of the population as regards age
and sex distribution, color, and nativity, as well as
for other factors which may have had marked influence
on the general mortality.

DEATHS AND CRUDE DEATH RATES.

The total number of deaths returned from the regis-
tration area of the United States, exclusive of Hawaii,
for the calendar year 1920 is 1,142,558, as reported to
the Census Bureau by the state and municipal regis-
tration offices. The death rate is 13.1 per 1,000 popu-
lation, based on an estimated midyear population of
87,486,713, or 82.2 per cent of the total estimated
population of the United States. Except for 1919,
the rate for 1920 is lower than that for any year since
the publication of the annual reports beginning in
1900.

GROWTH OF THE REGISTRATION AREA: 1880 To 1920.

The first mortality statistics published by the
TFederal Government related to 1850 and were based

on data collected at the decennial census of that
year and covered the entire United States. The
decennial collection of vital statistics by census
enumerators was continued through 1900, but for
the census year 1880 there was established a regis-
tration area from which transcripts of deaths were
received in addition to enumerators’ returns. So also
for the census years 1890 and 1900 transcripts of
death certificates were received from the states and
cities included in the registration area.

The annual collection of mortality statistics for
that part of the United States known as the registra-
tion area began with the calendar year 1900.

The following table shows the states which were
included in the registration area of the United States
from 1880 to 1920, with year when each was added;
in each year the registration area also included qualified
cities in nonregistration states.

The registration area in 1920 includes 34 states, the
District of Columbia, and 16 cities in nonregistration
states. These statés and cities were added to the
area on the basis of approximately complete registra-
tion of deaths (at least 90 per cent of all deaths) and
when the data at hand showed that the deaths were
recorded properly under state law, or, for cities, under
municipal ordinances.

The 1,142,558 deaths in the registration area, exclu-
sive of Hawaii, are distributed between the sexes
and between the two groups as follows: Males, 52.4 per
cent; females, 47.6 per cent; white, 88.2 per cent;
colored, 11.9 per cent. Of the colored, the great

majority, 96.1 per cent (equivalent to 11.4 per cent
of the total for all races), are Negroes.

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In 1900 the deaths under 1 year of age formed 20.7
per cent and those under 5 years 30.4 per cent of the
total deaths at all ages, but for 1920 the corresponding
percentages are 15.3 and 21.7. The big decreases in
these percentages are undoubtedly due, in large part,
to the better care which children now receive.

It should be remembered that the rates given ure
crude rates and that no allowance is made for differ-
ences in sex, age, and race distribution of the popula-~
tion nor for deaths of nonresidents, so that inferences
as to the relative healthfulness of the states should
not be drawn from these figures alone.

A majority of the 66 cities shown in the table have
higher rates in 1920 than in 1919, whereas 16 of the cities
show lower rates in 1920 than in any other year of
the series. The lowest rate in 1920 is for Seattle (10.7)
and the highest is for Memphis (19.9), but here, again,
a word of caution is in order against drawing infer-

ences from crude death rates.

The per cent of deaths from all causes in ‘the regis-
tration area for the month of February was 6.4 higher
in 1920 than in 1910, due to the high rates from influ-
enze, and pneumonia (all forms) in this month,
and the comparatively low per cents shown for the
months of July, August, and September reflect the
great reduction in infant mortality.

DEATHS OF NEGROES.

The deaths of Negroes in the registration states in
1920 numbered 121,956, corresponding to a rate of
17.7 per 1,000 population. The distribution of these
deaths, by states, is shown in the following table.

DEATHS OF NONRESIDENTS.

Denths of nonresidents have long been known to be
an important factor in the crude death rates of certain
places. In health resorts, for example, the number
of deaths of nonresidents may be very large, and the

same may be true of a city which offers hospital
accommodations to an entire state or other large area.
Some idea of the relative importance of this factor
in the various cities and rural units in the registration
area in 1920 may be obtained from Table I B.

Residence has been determined in each case exactly
as it was done by the census enumerators in taking
the population census in 1920.

Briefly stated, the principal points are as follows:

Residence refers to “usual place of abode.” As a
rule the “usual place of abode” is the place where a
person regularly sleeps.

Nonresidents therefore include—

Persons visiting a town.

Transient boarders or lodgers who have some other
usual or permanent place of abode.

Students and children living or boarding in towns
in order to attend some school or college, but not
regarding the place as their home.

ervants or other persons working in town, but not
sleeping there.

Decisions for special cases—

(@) Civilian employees of the United States are
treated as resident at the place where th&y regularly
sleep. For example, empﬁ)yees in the Government
offices in Washington who regularly sleep in Washing-
ton are treated as resident at Washington, even though
they may have “legal residence’’ elsewhere.

(z) Any person who was formerly & resident of the
town, but has since become an inmate of an out of town
asylum, almshouse, home for the aged, reformatory or
prison, is treated as resident at the town in which the
asylum or prison is located.

(¢) Persons having an unknown residence should be
treated exactly as those having no permanent home
or usual place of abode and should be counted as
residents of the place in which they die.

(d) Inmates of medical or surgical hospitals are
usually there only for temporary treatment and are
therefore treated as resident at their home towns.

In Table I B (p. 78) the term transferable nonresi-
dents refers to deaths of nonresidents which can be
transferred to place of residence, i. e., to places within
the registration area.

The term nontransferable nonresidents refers to deaths
of nonresidents which can not be transferred to places
of residence because the place of residence was outside
the registration area.

In the second column are given total deaths in-
cluding deaths of nonresidents. The figures of the
fourth column have been obtained by deducting from
the figures of the second column deaths of persons
who resided outside the registration wnit in which
they died, but whose residence was still within the
registration area. The figures of the fifth column
have been obtained by adding to those in the fourth
column deaths of residents who died elsewhere in the
registration area. The figures in column 6 represent
those who resided outside the registration unit in
which they died and also outside the registration area.
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It is a very simple matter to determine from the
figures shown what per cent of the total number of
deaths in 1920 in any place was due to deaths of non-
residents and how much this nonresident percentage
would be reduced if deaths of persons residing in that
place but dying elsewhere in the registration area were
credited to that place. .

For example, in Long Branch, N. J., there were 119
deaths of transferable nonresidents, or 40 per cent of
the total number of deaths, which is reduced to 38
per cent by crediting to Long Branch 7 deaths of
Long Branch residents who died in registration terri-
tory outside. It is apparent, however, ‘that this per
cent probably would have been reduced somewhat
more were it possible to credit to Long Branch deaths
of residents dying in nonregistration territory. In
Englewood, N. J., there were 67 deaths of transfer-
able nonresidents, or 33 per cent of the total number.
This is reduced to 24 per cent if Englewood is credited
with 18 deaths of residents who died in registration
territory outside. On the other hand in East Orange,
N. J., there were 19 deaths of transferable nonresi-
dents, but 144 residents died in registration territory
outside, which, if credited to Kast Orange, would in-
crease the original total 27 per cent. In Everett, Mass.,
26, or 6 per cent of the total number of deaths, were
those of transferable nonresidents, but the number of
Everett residents who died in registration territory out-
side was 96, which, if credited to Everett, makes the
net total 15 per cent higher than the original total.

If desired, still other calculations can be made by
deducting also the deaths given in column 6, and per-
centages are shown in the last column based upon such
more complete corrections,

The last column of the table shows the per cent of
the original death rate which must be added or
deducted, as the case may be, to obtain the death
rate in the registration area of residents only. It is,
of course, perfectly evident that such a correction is
not complete, for there is no way of including the
number of deaths occurring outside the registration
aren of residents of the registration area. It is also
apparent that most of these deaths outside the
registration area probably belong to neighboring
parts of the registration area, so that extreme caution
should be used in interpreting the figures of the table
for places bordering on or near territory which is not
included in the registration area.

Taking the figures as they stand, it is interesting
t0 note that to correct partially the original rate in
this way a reduction of 69 per cent is needed for
Rochester, Minn., 39 pér cent for St. Petersburg, Fla.,
and a reduction of 30 per cent or more for such places
as Long Branch, N. J., Billings and Missoula, Mont.,
and Ann Arbor, Mich.

On the other hand, to correct partially the original
rate of Douglas County, Nebr., an addition of 51 per

cent is needed; and an addition of over 30 per cent is
needed for Ramsey County, Minn., Curry, Sherman,
and Wheeler Counties, Oreg., Wahkiakum County,
Wash., West Orange and Montclair, N. J., and Lake
County, Ind.

Corrections for deaths of nonresidents are needed,
not only for the white population, but for the colored
as well. For example, for Livingston Parish, La., an
addition of 64 per cent is needed, and for Adams
County, Miss., a reduction of 22 per cent, to correct
partially the original rate for the colored.

Rate Tables I and IT and General Tables 5 to 11
present statistics of causes of death, the data covering
the principal factors of area, age, sex, color, and
month of death.

DETAILED AND ABRIDGED INTERNATIONAL LISTS.

The International List of Causes of Death is made
up of (1) a detailed list which serves as a basis for the
specific presentation of deaths, from disease and
violence, and (2) an abridged list in which many of
the titles are consolidations of the headings of the
detailed list. The first is used in this report for all
the tables except the one in the opposite column.

In some instances, where the title headings are
identical in the two lists, the causes of death included
are not the same. An example of this is title No. 19
of the detailed list, “Other epidemic diseases.” Used
in this sense “Other epidemic diseases’’ includes only
those epidemic maladies which are not shown sep-
arately in titles 1 to 18 of this detailed classification;
but when the same expression, “Other epidemic
diseases,” is used in reference to the abridged list it
signifies a heading of that list which includes titles
3, 11, 14, 15, 16, 17, 18, and 19 of the detailed list.
Another example is furnished by the title “Tubercu-
losis of the lungs.” This is title No. 13 of the abridged
list and title No. 28 of the detailed list. In the
abridged list, however, this caption includes not only
title No. 28 of the detailed list, but also title No. 29,
¢ Acute miliary tuberculosis.”

The distribution of the 1920 deaths by the causes
of the abridged list is shown in the opposite table,
together with corresponding rates and percentages.
In parentheses, after the name of each abridged title,
appears the number, or numbers, corresponding to the
title or titles of the detailed Internatoinal List which
it includes.

OHANGES IN THE DETAILED INTERNATIONAL LIST.

The title numbers of the second revision (1910) of
the International List are given in the first column of
the first table on page 18, while the second and third
columns, respectively, show the numbers of the second
and first revisions under which the terms would have
been compiled according to the rules followed during
the period 1900 to 1909. In many instances the num-

bers of the titles of the second revision differ from the
numbers of the same titles in the first revision. As an
example of this, tetanus, the title number of which is
now 24, was, under the first revision, compiled as No.
72 and was included in an entirely separate class,
“Diseases of the nervous system” instead of in “Gen-
eral diseases,”’ as at present.

For the registration area, exclusive of Hawaii, 3
of the 13 titles used in the above table have in 1920
record low rates, that is, lower for 1920 than for any
year since the publication of the annual reports.
These three are typhoid fever (7.8 per 100,000 popu-
lation), tuberculosis (all forms) (114.2), and diarrhea
and enteritis (under 2 years) (44). On the other hand,
the trend of mortality from cancer is upward, and
the rate from diphtheria and croup (15.3) is higher
than for 1919 and 1918 but lower than for 1917.
For the year 1919 record low rates appear for five
other titles, measles, scarlet fever, whooping cough,
pneumonia (all forms), and acute nephritis and
Bright's disease. '

For the original registration states tuberculosis (all
forms) is the only title having a record low rate (112
per 100,000 population) in 1920.

In these tables the highest rates in 1920, as in 1900,
are from acute endocarditis and organic diseases of

the heart, pneumonia (all forms), and tuberculosis
(all forms).

When comparisons of the rates for the earlier years
of the series are made with those of recent years,
marked decreases are shown in both tables from
typhoid fever, scarlet fever, diphtheria and croup,
tuberculosis (all forms), and diarrhea and enteritis
(under 2 years).

From cancer, cerebral hemorrhage and apoplexy,
and acute endocarditis. and organic diseases of the
heart, the death rates are higher in each year for the
original registration states than for the registration
area, and for each year shown, except 1900, the origi-
nal registration states also show higher rates from
pneumonia (all forms) and from acute nephritis and
Bright's disease.

States having rates above 10 per 100,000 in 1920 are
Mississippi (38.2), Florida (35.1), Liouisiana (32.5), and
South Carolina (28.8). Other states with rates well
above the rate for the registration area as a whole (3.6
per 100,000) are North Carolina (8.1) and Tennessee
(7.8). Six states (Minnesota, Montana, New Hamp-
shire, Utah, Vermont, and Wisconsin) do not show any
rates for malaria. One half of the 66 cities show no
rate for 1920. Of those showing rates, the highest are
for Houston (22.8), Memphis (22) Da]las (13.7), and
San Antonio (12.1). Although Memphis has one of
the highest rates shown, special attention is called to
the remarkable, almost steady, decline in its rate since
1904, when it was 149.8. The rate for the colored in
1920 is very high in Mississippi (52.9), Florida and
South Carolina (each 45), and Louisiana (38.8), and
the highest rates shown in registration cities of 100,000
population or more in 1920 are for Memphis (47.2) and
Houston (46.6).

SMALLPOX.

Not for many years has smallpox been an important
cause of death in this country.

23.

Since 1900, the year for which the first annual report
was published, smallpox has never reached a rate as
high as 7 per 100,000 population for the registration
area. The highest rate from this cause in any year
from 1900 to 1920 is 6.6 in 1902; in 1903 it is 4.2;
in 1901, 8.5; 2.1 in 1904; and 1.9 in 1900. With the
exception of these five years the rate for the registra-
tion ares has never reached 1 per 100,000 population.

The danger of smallpox, however, among an un-
vaccinated population must not be lost sight of, and
the high rate (87.3) in 1920 for the colored of New
Orleans should serve as a warning.

MEASLES.

The number of deaths from measles in 1920 is 7,712,
or 8.8 per 100,000 population. This is more than
twice as high as the rate for 1919, which was the lowest
rate from this cause on record in the annual mortality
reports, the first of which was published in 1900.

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'CAUSES OF DEATH.

Twenty-five of the 33 states for which comparisons
can be made have higher rates in 1920 than in 1919.
The states showing the highest death rates from scarlet
fever in 1920 are Delaware (14.7), Wisconsin (9.7),
Michigan (8.2), Indiana (7.2), and Ohio (6.6). The

states showing the lowest rates are South Carolina:

(0.6), Louisiana (0.8), Florida (0.9), Mississippi (1.3),
and Virginia (1.4).

Among the registration cities of 100,000 population
or more in 1920 the highest rates are for Akron (26.9),
Wilmington (24.3), Springfield (16.7), Youngstown
(16.3), and Worcester (12.1). The lowest rates are for
San Antonio (0.6) and Los Angeles and Nashville
(each 0.8). Of the 14 cities showing deaths by color 11
show deaths among the white in 1920 while only 3
show deaths among the colored.

WHOOPING COUGH.

The number of deaths from whooping cough in 1920
is 10,968, with a death rate of 12.5 per 100,000 popula-
tion, as against a rate of 5.5in 1919. With the excep-
tion of 16.9 for 1918 the rate for 1920 is the highest for
any year in the annual mortality reports.

NoTE.—The populations are estimated by the arithmetical method, based on the
1910 and 1920 censuses. The rates are based on the total deaths, including deaths of

nonresidents, deaths in hospitals and institutions, and deaths of soldiers, sailors,
and marines.

Of the 33 states for which rates are shown for 1919
and 1920, 30 have higher rates in 1920. Colorado and
Utah have the highest rates (26.4 and 24.7, respec-
tively). The lowest rates are shown 1or Uregon (6),
Florida (7), Washington (7.5), and Vermont (7.7).
With the exception of ten, all the cities shown in the
table have higher rates in 1920 than in 1919. Cities
showing the highest rates in 1920 are Atlanta (28.6),
Nashville (26.1), and Kansas City, Kans. (23.5). The
lowest rates are for Paterson (3.7), Washington, D. C.
(4.1), Houston (4.3), and St. Louis (4.4).

The rates for the colored are for the most part
higher than for the white populations, the very high
rate (59) appearing for the colored in Richmond.

DIPHTHERIA AND CROUP.

The expression “‘ diphtheria and croup” is used as a
title in the International List, but as deaths from
“croup” are really deaths from diphtheria, the term
croup is now seldom seen upon death certificates.
As diphtheria is primarily a disease of childhood, the
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age constitution of populations must be considered in
the study of the crude Tates. Of the deaths from thig
cause in 1920, those of children under 5 years of age
represent 57.1 per cent of the total.

The total number of deaths from diphtheria and
croup in 1920 is 13,395, corresponding to a rate of 15.3
pef 100,000 population. In 1900 the death rate from
this cause in the registration area was 43.3. If we
assume that these figures measure the reduction in the
death rate from this cause in the United States since
1900, then in round numbers there is a saving of about
30,000 lives in 1920 to be credited to the advancement
made in the treatment and prevention of this disease.

Nore.~The populations are estimated by the arithmetical methed, based on the
1910 and 1920 censuses. ‘The rates are based on the total deaths, inciuding deaths
of gonres.idents, deaths in hospitals and institutions, and deaths of soldiers, sailors,
and marines.

A higher rate is shown for diphtheria and croup in
1920 than in 1919 for the registration area and for 19
of the 33 states which have comparable rates for these
two years. The highest rates among the states are for
Michigan (23.8), Rhode Island (21.2), Pennsylvania
(19.8), Missouri (18.9), and New York (18.5). Very
low rates are shown for Montana and Oregon (each
5.7), Louisiana (6.1), and Vermont (6.8).

Among the registration cities of 100,000 population
or more in 1920, the highest rates in 1920 are for
Buffalo (60.1), Detroit (37), Fall River (32.4), St.
Louis (31), and Bridgeport (30.2). Of these cities
the rates for Buffalo and Fall River are higher in
1920 than in any year of the series 1911 to 1920.
The cities with low rates are New Orleans (5.4),
Portland (5.8), Cambridge (6.4), and Birmingham
and Trenton (each 6.6). Five cities, Worcester,
Minneapolis, Camden, Trenton, and New York show
lower rates in 1920 than in any year shown in the table.

Of the 8 states and 14 cities shown by color all but
2 of the cities have lower rates for the colored than
for the white.

INFLUENZA AND PNEUMONIA (ALL FORMS).

The mortality rate from influenza and pneumonia
(all forms) for the registration area in 1920 is 208.3
against 222.3 in 1919, and 587 in 1918.

An epidemic of considerable proportions marked
the early months of 1920—an epidemic which caused
33 per cent as many deaths as the great pandemic of
1918-19. This statement is based on the number of
deaths charged to influenza and pneumonia (all forms)
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in the registration states of 1918 for the 12-month
period July 1, 1918, to June 30, 1919, and the num-
ber of deaths from these causes in the same area in
1920.

For the states the highest rates are found for
Colorado (287.1), Missouri (261.2), Utabh (252.4),
Pennsylvania (251.4), and South Carolina (247.3),
and the lowest rates are for Nebraska (143.1), Min-
nesota (148.8), Montana (157.8), Louisiana (158.8),
and Mississippi (161.3).

For the cities the highest rates appear for Pitts-
burgh (437.1), Kansas City, Mo. (353.6), Denver
(348.3), Youngstown (329.6), and Akron (318.1),
and the lowest rates are for Los Angeles (118.8),
Grand Rapids (147), Seattle (157.6), Portland (162.8),
and Yonkers (163).

INFLUENZA.

The number of deaths from influenza in 1920 is
62,097, corresponding to a rate of 71 per 100,000
population, as against 84,113 deaths in 1919 and a
rate of 98.8.

With the exception of Delaware and New Jersey,
every state has a rate of 40 or more in 1920. How-
ever, only one state, Missouri, has a higher rate in 1920
than in 1919. Those showing very high rates in 1920
(all over 100) are South Carolina (137.2), Utah (126.4),
North Carolina (116.2), Colorado (110.8), and Ten-
nessee (102.8), The lowest rates are for Delaware
(28.6) and New Jersey (37.7). Among the registra-
tion cities of 100,000 population or more in 1920, 16
have rates befow 40 and 9 have rates above 100.
Nashville (123) has the highest rate and Rochester
(22.1) the lowest for 1920. The rate for the colored
is higher than the rate for the white in every state and
every city shown by color.

ALL OTHER EPIDEMIC DISEASES.

In the detailed International List of Causes of Death,
titles 1 to 19 are assigned to the epidemic diseases, of
which 8 have been discussed. Of the others, no
deaths are reported in 1920 for miliary fever and
Asiatic cholera. Every effort has been made by the
Census Bureau to authenticate the returns of rare
diseases before tabulating them under the designated
titles; each case has been made the subject of a special
inquiry, and either the existence of the disease has been
verified or no reply has been received; in the latter
case there is no alternative but to classify the death as
reported. '

Yellow fever is the cause of 1 death in 1920 in Marin
County, Calif.; relapsing fever, 2 deaths, 1 each in
Hamilton County, Fla., and Kane County, Utah; and
plague, 27 deaths, distributed as follows: 11 in Galves-~
tion, Tex.; 6 in Pensacola, Fla.; 5 in Beaumont, Tex.;
3 in New Orleans, La.; and 1 each in Houston, Tex.,
and Alameda County, Calif. In 1919 relapsing fever
caused 1 death in St. Francois County, Mo., and plague
19 deaths, distributed as follows: Three each in San
Francisco and Iberville Parigsh, La., and 1 each in Los
Angeles; New Orleans; Baltimore; Jersey City; Bronx,
Brooklyn, and Manhattan boroughs, New York city;
Philadelphia; Galveston; San Antonio; Berrien County,
Mich.; St. Louis County, Mo.; and Dane County, Wis.

In 1920 the five deaths reported from typhus fever
are distributed as follows: One each in Los Angeles and
San Francisco, Calif.; Flint, Mich.; Paterson, N. J.;
and Carter County, Tenn.

Twenty-four deaths are reported from leprosy in
1920: Nine in Iberville Parish, La.; 3 each in San
Francisco, Calif., and Dukes County, Mass.; 2 in Gal-
veston, Tex.; and 1 each in New Orleans, La.; Pas-
saic, N. J.; Manhattan borough, New York city; Ya-
kima, Wash.; Key West, Fla.; Milwaukee County,
Wis.; and San Bernardino County, Calif.

Dysentery is the cause of 3,574 deaths in 1920, cor-
responding to a rate of 4.1 per 100,000 population;
2,721 deaths are due to erysipelas, with a rate of 3.1,
and cholera nostras is the cause of 175 deaths, with a
rate of 0.2.

Under the title “Other epidemic diseases” is in-
cluded a miscellaneous collection of diseases, and in
1920 the number of deaths charged to these is 340,
distributed as follows: Chicken pox, 139; mumps, 152;
Rocky Mountain spotted fever, 12; German measles,
15; glandular fever, 7; dengue fever, 4; milk sickness,
3; filariasis and roseola each 2; and aerodynia, foot and

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TUBERCULOSIS (ALL FORMS).

Tuberculosis (all forms) includes eight titles of the
detailed International List of Causes of Death. The
nuraber of deaths reported in 1920 from this cause is
99,916, corresponding to a rate of 114.2 per 100,000
population, and constituting 8.7 per cent of total
deaths from all causes. The death rate for 1920 is by
far the lowest rate recorded in the annual mortality
reports, the first of which was published in 1900.
In discussions of tuberculosis in previous years at-
tention has been directed to the fact that there are
many localities to which persons afflicted with this
disease are attracted because of climatic conditions
favorable to the treatment of this disease. States
and cities which annually show high death rates from
tuberculosis (all forms) are not always those which
have conditions tending to the development of tuber-
culous diseases, but often are health resorts.
- 1Of the 22 states for which rates appear for all the

'yearb from 1911 to 1920, Colorado alone has a higher
rate than 175 for each year, and three states (Cali-
fornia, Kentucky, and Maryland) have rates above
175 for every year except two. In fact, these 3
states have had rates above 175 every year but two
since they were added to the registration area—Cali-
fornia and Maryland in 1906 and Kentucky in 1911.

NoTE.—The populations are estimated by the arithmetical method, based on
the 1010 and 1820 censuses. The rates are based on the total deaths, including
deaths of nonresidents, deaths in hospitals and institutions, and deaths of soldiers,
sailors, and marines.

The states which show the highest rates in 1920
from tuberculosis (all forms) are Colorado (225.4),
Tennessee (164.6), California (159.6), Kentucky
(152.9), and Maryland (146.8). The states with the
lowest rates are Utah (39.1), Nebraska (43), Kansas
(48.2), Montana (75.1), and Vermont (81.8).

Of the registration cities with populations of 100,000
or more in 1920, only 4 have rates higher than 175 for
each year from 1911 to 1920, and 3 of these have rates
of more than 200 during the same period. The cities
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having the highest rates in 1920 are Denver (318.1),
San Antonio (275), Nashville (208.8), and New

The number of deaths in 1920 from tuberculosis of
the lungs, including acute miliary tuberculosis, is
88,195, and the death rate (100.8 per 100,000 popula-~
tion) is by far the lowest rate recorded in the annual
mortality reports.

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The same caution which was given for tuberculosis
(all forms) should.be exercised in making compari-
sons for pulmonary tuberculosis. The mortality from
this cause among Negroes and among certain other
races is markedly high, for which reason the compo-
sition of a given population in respect to color and
race should be carefully considered.

SYPHILIS.

The number of deaths credited to syphilis in 1920 is
7,969, corresponding to a rate of 9.1 per 100,000 as
against 7,347 deaths in 1919 and a rate of 8.6. Death
rates from syphilis, locomotor ataxia, and general pa-
ralysis of the insane are given below.

The data for syphilis in the preceding table are
presented largely as a matter of record, for it is gen-
erally recognized that certification of syphilis has
been and is still so incomplete that death rates from
this cause are almost valueless.

Perhaps a comparison of the rates from locomotor
ataxia ang general paralysis of the insane in 1900 and
in 1916 will throw a little light on the increase of
syphilis in that period of 16 years antedating the
entrance of the United States into the war and the
influenza epidemic. The mortality from locomotor
ataxia and general paralysis of the insane together
increased in the registration states of 1900 from 9.4
per 100,000 population in 1900 to 11.6 in 1916. For
the registration states of 1910 the corresponding rate
in 1910 was 8.3 and in 1916, 10.7. On the other
hand we find for 1920 rates from these two causes
not only lower than the rate of recent years, but in
most cases lower than in either 1900 or 1910. For
comparison a few rates are given for England and
Wales. .

An attempt has been made in the following tables
to get nearer the truth regarding syphilis as a cause
of mortality by following the plan used by the late
Sir William Osler, M. D The figures given by bhim,
as the estimated mortality due to syphilis in England
and Wales in 1915, have been reduced to percentages
which have been applied to the mortality figures for our
own registration states as constituted in 1900, for the
years 1900, 1910, and 1920. To meet the probability
that Dr. Osler would not have assigned 22 per cent of
all deaths under 1 year of age to syphilis for the years
1900 and 1910, as there was undoubtedly a considerable
decrease in infant mortality between 1900 and 1915 from
causes not syphilitic, due allowances have been made in
the estimated deaths under 1 for the years 1900 and 1910.

The registration states of 1900 show an estimated
rate for syphilis of 112.9 per 100,000 population for
1900, 129.9 for 1910, and 119.5 for 1920. The regis-
tration states of 1910 show an estimated rate of 124.1
for 1910 and 112.8 for 1920. If such estimates are
reliable, syphilis stands fourth in importance as a cause
of death, the only causes having higher mortality rates

Note.—The populations are estimated by the arithmetical method, based on
the 1910 and 1920 censuses.

The states which have the highest rates in 1920 are
. Vermont (126), Maine (122.4), New Hampshire
(117.4), Massachusetts (115.3), and California (109.2).
These states also have the highest rates for the series
of years 1911 to 1920, although not in the same order.
The lowest rates are shown for South Carolina (32.9),
Mississippi (38.3), North Carolina (39.5), Tennessee
(46.6), and Louisiana (49.2). In 1920 rates of 80 or
more are shown for 20 states; of the 17 of these which
show for the years 1911 to 1920, 7 have rates higher
than 80 for the series.
* In 1920 rates of 80 or more are shown for 56 of the
registration cities of 100,000 population or more in
1920, and 25 of these 56 have such rates for each year
shown. The cities with highest rates in 1920 are Cam-
bridge (164.6), San Francisco (151.2), Albany (144),

Hartford (141.4), and Los Angeles (135.3). The cities-

with lowest rates are Akron (40.9), Birmingham (59),
Youngstown (60.9), Detroit (62.8), and Houston
(65.6) ; the first 4 of these are the only ones in the whole
group which do not show rates, as high as 70 for any
year presented in the table. There is an increase in
the rates for 1920 over those for 1919 in 43 of the 66
cities shown.

The crude rates from cancer in different localities
should not be compared without consideration of the
age, sex, and race distribution of the population, and
allowance should also be made for the fact that rela-
tively high mortality for a given city may be caused

by deaths of nonresidents who come to the city for
hospital treatment.

How great a factor the age and sex distribution of
the population may be can be readily seen from the
following table which shows death rates adjusted to
the standard million population by the side of crude
rates.

The highest “adjusted” cancer rate for 1920 is
97.9 per 100,000 population for the state of Massa-
chusetts, and the lowest is 45.8 for the state of South
Carolina.

For a few states adjusted rates have been calcu-
lated separately for the white and colored population.
In this group of states the highest adjusted cancer
rate for the white population is 92.5 per 100,000 popu-
lation for New York and the highest rate for the
colored population is 82.1 for Pennsylvania. The
lowest adjusted cancer rate for the white population
is 47.6 for Mississippi and the lowest for the colored
population is 38.4 for South Carolina.

Summarized briefly, the adjusted rates show that
the Northern states have comparatively high, and the
Southern states comparatively low cancer mortality,
whereas there is little difference between the adjusted
cancer rates of the white and colored races of the same
states. In other words, the white and colored races
seem equally susceptible to cancer, but both races
seem less susceptible in the South than in the North.

Whether cancer is really increasing year safter
year or only apparently increasing has been a subject
of controversy for years. Those who hold that the

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increase is only apparent maintain that improvement
in diagnoses accounts for the increase in the recorded
cancer rates, while the other side, admitting that
improvement in diagnoses accounts for some of the
recorded increase, still holds that there is an actual
increase.

In the 1917 report of the Registrar-General of Eng-
land and Wales, Dr. T. H. C. Stevenson presents some
very convincing figures showing a recorded increase

in the mortality from cancer of accessible sites, the
argument being that here an actual increase can hardly
be questioned as we have no reason to think the
diagnoses of cancer of accessible sites, such as the skin,
mouth, and breast, are any better to-day than they
were 20 years or more ago.

The following tables substantiate the findings of
Dr. Stevenson and show conclusively that cancer of

certain parts is increasing very rapidly in this country.

Particular attention is called to the rates adjusted
to the standard million population. In the registra-
tion states of 1900, the death rate from cancer of the
buceal cavity was 1.4 per 100,000 population in 1900,
2.71in 1910, and 2.9 in 1920; the death rate from cancer
of the breast was 5 in 1900, 7.9in 1910 and 9.2 in 1920,
and the death rate from cancer of the skin was 1.9

in 1900, 2.5 in 1910, and 1920, each. Considering
these three accessible sites together, the adjusted rate
of 8.4 in 1900 has increased to 14.5 in 1920, or 73
per cent in 21 years, an increase greater than that
indicated by the adjusted rates from cancer of all sites,
which in the same period for the same area increased

from 60.7 to 87.8, or 44.6 per cent.

Comparing the adjusted rates from cancer of these
three accessible sites in 1920 for the registration
states of 1900, it appears that New York has the
highest rate (17.2 per 100,000 population) and Michigan
the lowest 11.3).

Both cancer of the buccal cavity and cancer of the
skin present higher rates for males than for females,
and the highest specific rates in 1920 from the three
forms of cancer appear for males aged 75 years and
over, being 86 for cancer of the buccal cavity and 99.8
for cancer of the skin. From the specific rates it
appears that the increase between 1900 and 1920 is
almost entirely due to increased rates at age periods
above 35. The greatest increase from cancer of the
buccal cavity appears for males aged 75 years and
over, the 1900 rate being 29.4 per 100,000 population
and the 1920 rate, 86, an increase of 193 per cent
in 21 years, while males between 65 and 74 show a
rate of 16.7 in 1900 and a rate of 43.3 in 1920, or an
increase of 159 per cent. The greatest increase from
cancer of the breast appears for females aged 75
years and over, the 1900 rate being 98.9 and the 1920
rate 170.2, an increase of 72 per cent in 21 years,
whereas females between 65 and 74 show a rate of 50.7
in 1900 and a rate of 94.9 in 1920, or an increase of
87 per cent, and those between 55 and 64 show a
rate of 42.8 in 1900 and a rate of 77.3 in 1920, or an
increase of 81 per cent. The greatest increase from
cancer of the skin appears for females aged 75 years
and over, the 1900 rate being 30.3 per 100,000 popu-
lation and the 1920 rate 59.2, an increase of 95 per
cent, while males 75 years of age and over show a
rate of 67.9 in 1900 and a rate of 99.8 in 1920, or an
increase of only 47 per cent.

Cancer and other malignant tumors include seven

Death, to three of which are charged nearly two-thirds
of all deaths from this cause in 1920. The total num-
ber of deaths is 72,931, and 27,489 of these, or 37.7
per cent, are due to cancer of the stomach and liver;
9,792, or 13.4 per cent, to cancer of the peritoneum,
intestines, and rectum; and 10,797, or 14.8 per cent,
to cancer of the female genital organs.

Of the total deaths from cancer, 41,998, or 57.6 per
cent, are of females and 30,933, or 42.4 per cent, are of
males. Year after year the statistics show that more
than half of those who die of cancer are females,
although the male population of the registration area
exceeds the female. The causes which show a large
excess of male deaths are cancer of the buccal cavity
(2,245 males and 434 females), cancer of the skin
(1,505 males and 862 females), and cancer of other
organs or of organs not specified (8,612 males and
4,530 females). Cancer of the stomach and liver
(14,283 males and 138,206 females) caused nearly half
of all the deaths of males, but only about one-third of
the deaths of females. Cancer of the breast and can-
cer of the female genital organs caused 41.4 per cent
of all cancer deaths among females in 1920.

LETHARGIC ENCEPHALITIS. .

" The number of deaths in 1920 from lethargic enceph-
alitis, this new disease about which so little is known,
is 1,070 as against 375 in 1919. Besides these there
are 435 deaths in 1920 in which lethargic encephalitis
appears as a contributory cause against 214 in 1919.
The large number under “contributory cause” is
largely due to the practice in the Bureau of the
Census of assigning to influenza the joint causes of,
influenza and lethargic encephalitis.

The table below gives for the registration area and
its subdivisions, all deaths when lethargic enceph-
alitis was given either as a primary or a contributory .
cause of death.

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The largest number of deaths appear for the age
period 20 to 29, though the two succeeding periods 30
to 39 and 40 to 49 also show high mortality.

For males 781 deaths appear to 724 of females, and
for white persons 1,453 to 52 colored. ,

The rapid increase in this new disease—lethargic
encephalitis—not only in this country but also in
Europe is cause for very serious concern. The fig-
ures in the table below for lethargic encephalitis un-
doubtedly understate the situation, as many more
deaths are now recorded under Title 60, Encephalitis
(excluding lethargic encephalitis), than were recorded
a few years ago, and it is only reasonable to conclude
that most of this sudden increase is due to other
deaths from lethargic encephalitis certified simply as
encephalitis. The recent increase in the deaths and
death rates from encephalitis in the reg1strat10n area
is shown below.

ACUTE ANTERIOR POLIOMYELITIS.

The number of deaths from acute anterior polio-
myelitis in 1920 is 769, corresponding to a rate of 0.9
per 100,000 population. The rate for 1920 is identical
with the rate for 1919 and the lowest since 1910.
In striking contrast stands out the high rate (10) for
1916.

Of the 12 states with higher rates in 1920 than in
1919, those showing the greatest increases are Massa-
chusetts (3.9 against 0:4), New Hampshire (2.5 against
0.7), and Maine (1.2 against 0.3).

Of the 66 registration cities of 100,000 population
or more in 1920, 26 have higher rates in 1920 than in
1919 and only 4 (Boston, Cambridge, Lowell and
Hartford) have rates of 2 or more. Twenty-three of-
the 66 cities show no deaths from this cause in 1920
as against 19 with no deaths in 1919.

ORGANIC DISEASES OF THE HEART.

The number of deaths from organic diseases of the
heart in 1920 is 124,143, corresponding to a rate of
141.9 per 100,000 population, and constituting 10.9
per cent of the deaths from all causes. More deaths
are reported as due to organic heart disease in each
of the six years from 1915 to 1920 than to tuberculosis
(all forms), which previously held first place among
causes of death.

In making comparisons it must not be forgotten
that nearly all persons who die of heart diseases have
passed middle life, and therefore the crude death
rates should be used with caution and considered only
in connection with the age distribution of the popula-
tion.

The greatest increases among the states in the ten-
year period 1911 to 1920 are for Washington (from
86.3 to 115.8), Minnesota (from 89.4 to 113.7), New
York (from 167.5 to 191), Utah (from 83.3 to 106.8),

. and Maryland (from 142.1 to 165.1).

CAUSES OF DEATH.

Of the 66 registration cities of 100,000 population
or more in 1920, those showing the greatest increase
in the ten-year period 1911 to 1920 are Syracuse (from
168.2 to 215.8), Boston (from 192.8 to 233.7), Minne-
apolis (from 95.1 to 130.2), and Grand Rapids (from
123 to 155.6). Fourteen cities have rates of 150 or
more for the series of years 1911 to 1920; of these, the
highest rates in 1920 are for Boston (233.7), Albany
(228.2), Worcester (227.6), Syracuse (215.8), and San
Francisco (212.2).

The highest rate (218.7) shown for the colored in
any state is for Maryland, and the lowest (91.4) for
Florida.

Of the cities shown by color Nashville has the
highest rate (292.2) for the colored and Houston the
lowest (119.4).

PNEUMONIA (ALL FORMS).

In 1920 the number of deaths due to pneumonia
(all forms) is 120,108. Of these, 64,001 are due to
lobar pneumonia, 47,746 to bronchopneumonia, and
8,361 to pneumonia (unqualified). The death rate
from pneumonisa (all forms) in 1920 is 137.3. This is
13.8 higher than that for 1919, which had the record
low rate (123.5). .

NoTE.—The populations are estimated by the arithmetical method, based on the
1910 and 1920 censuses. The rates are based on the total deaths, inciudmg deaths
of gomegldents, deaths in hospitals and institutions, and deaths of soldiers, sailors
and marines.

Among the $tates the highest death rates in 1920
from pneumonia (all forms) are for Pennsylvania
(181.7), Delaware (178.5), Colorado (176.3), Missouri
(164.1), and Rhode Island (163.1), while the lowest
are for Minnesota (79), Florida (80), Nebraska (85.7),
Washington (93.7), and Kansas (97.4).

Among the registration cities of 100,000 population
or more in 1920, the highest rates are for Pittsburgh

(341.3), Youngstown (265), Denver (264), Kanass
City, Mo. (247.3), and Akron (233.1); while the lowest
are for Los Angeles (84.1), Seattle (96.8), Rochester
(104), and Minneapolis and St. Paul (106.1).

The highest rate shown for the colored in any state
is 252.5 for Maryland, and for the cities Richmond has
the highest rate (363.5), and Houston the lowest
(195.2).

DIARRHEA AND ENTERITIS (UNDER 2 YEARS).

Diarrhea and enteritis in 1920 is the cause of death
of 38,514 children under 2 years of age, corresponding
to a rate of 44 per 100,000 population. This is the
lowest rate for any year since 1900. This marked
reduction from the rate of 1900 (108.8) is doubtless
due in part to measures now employed to prevent
loss of child life. The great difference, however,
which still exists between the rates of the various
states and cities certainly suggests that at least some
of these rates are still too high.

years 1911 to 1920. Lowest rates appear for Seattle
(8.8), Portland (9.2), Minneapolis (13.8), San Fran-
cisco (14.9), and Spokane (16.3). Of the 66 cities, 37
show higher rates in 1920 than in 1919. For the col-
ored in states the only rate over 100 is that for Mary-
land (120.5), and Baltimore is the only city with a rate
above 100 (120.1) for the colored.

ACUTE NEPHRITIS AND BRIGHT'S DISEASE.

In 1920 the number of deaths from acute nephritis
and Bright’s disease is 78,192, corresponding to a rate
of 89.4 per 100,000 population, which, except for 1919,
is the lowest rate for any year since 1900. Of these
deaths, 5,704 are due to acute nephritis and 72,488 to
Bright’s disease, which includes chronic nephritis and
nephritis unqualified.

The five states which have the hlﬂhest rates in 1920
are Maryland (139.8), Delaware (125.9), Maine (111.7),
Vermont (111), and New York (110.4). The states
which have the lowest rates are Montana (48.9),
Nebraska (52.1), Washington (61.7), and Wisconsin
(61.8). In acomparison of the rates for 1919 and 1920,
20 states show increases in the later year, notably
Florida (from 82.5 to 96.2), Mississippi (from 70.5 to
83.3), and Utah (from 54.8 to 66.8).

Twenty-nine of the registration cities of 100,000
population or more in 1920 show increases in the rate
for 1920 as compared with the rate for 1919. The
cities showing the highest rates in 1920 are New Orleans
(172.4), Memphis (165.8), Albany (163.3), Atlanta
(159.2), and Baltimore (144.3). Cities showing lowest
rates are Akron (34.4), Youngstown (38.6), Detroit
(50.6), and Boston and Omaha (each 61). Of the
areas shown by color, Maryland is the only state to
show for the colored a rate of 150 or more for the years
1911 to 1920, and nine of the cities have, for the colored,
rates above 150 in 1920.

In making a comparison of crude rates from acute
nephritis and Bright’s disease, it should be borne in
mind that about 80 por cent of the deaths from this
cause occur among persons past 40 years of age.

CAUSES OF DEATH.

Special attention is called to the fact that for both
white and colored for each of the six years 1915 to
1920, rates from all puerperal causes and puerperal
septicemia are, without exception, lower for the rural
part of the birth registration area than for the urban.

For 1920 among the states in the birth registration
area the highest rates from all puerperal causes per
1,000 live births appear for South Carolina (12.2) and
for North Carolina (10). These excessively high rates
are accounted for by the very high rates for the
colored (15.4 and 13.2, respectively). The lowest rates
appear for Kentucky (6.4) and Wisconsin (6.7).

Among the cities of 100,000 population or more in
1920 in the birth registration ares the highest rates
from all puerperal causes per 1,000 live births appear
for Richmond (13.3), Akron (12.6), and Scranton
(12.5), and the lowest rates for Albany (8.1), Spring-
field, Mass. (4.4), and New Bedford (5.1).

The rates for mothers under 20 years of age are con-
siderably higher than the rates for mothers 20 to 29,
and a partial explanation, at least, is the comparatively
large number of illegitimate children involved and the
lnck of care so common in such cases.

For each of the four years 1917 to 1920 the rates
from puerperal causes are higher for mothers aged 30
to 39 than for mothers aged 20 to 29, and higher for
mothers aged 40 years and over, than for mothers aged
30 to 39 years. These figures certainly point to the
conclusion that childbearing becomes more and more
dangerous as women grow older.

The figures by color and by birthplace of mother
are most interesting, but they must be used with
caution. For example, rates for colored mothers are
nearly double those for white mothers. Probably so
great a difference in the rates does not actually exist,
for it is extremely likely that births of colored children
are not as completely reported as are the births of white
children, and that, therefore, the rates for colored
mothers are exaggerated.

Again the very high rates shown for mothers born
in country not stated are probably to be accounted
for, partly at least, by the better certification of the
birthplace of mother on birth certificates than on
death certificates of mothers. Other differences, such
as comparatively high rates for mothers born in the
the United States and the very much lower rates for
mothers born in Italy appear to be actual differences,
and may well serve as the starting point for intensive
study.

The two following tables give for a series of 11 years

rates for the death registration states of 1910, and for

a series of 21 years rates for the registration states of
1900.

In the first table the ratefrom all puerperal causes for
women aged 15 to 44 fluctuates somewhat between
1910 and 1916, butin 1916 is 62.5 per 100,000 women of
those ages, or practically the same asin 1910, when it
is 62.8.

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In the second table the trend of the rates from all
puerperal causes for women aged 15 to 44 is upward
since 1902. For that year the rate shown is 50 per
100,000 women aged 15 to 44;in 1914 it reaches 61.9;
and for 1920 is 72.

After making all allowances for the effects of the
influenza pandemic one can only conclude from these
tables that the trend of death rates from all puerperal
causes is upward, that death rates from puerperal

septicemia are slightly higher now than in 1900, and
that death rates from other puerperal causes are fully
50 per cent higher than in 1900.

The figures here presented show that deaths from
puerperal causes were classified very differently in
different countries during the influenza epidemic, the
United States and Scotland showing for 1918 rates from
puerperal causes much higher than for 1917, while
England and Wales, Australia, and New Zealand show
much lower rates for 1918 than for 1917. Ireland
shows a rate practically unchanged for the two years.
Bearing this fact in mind it is interesting to note that
Scotland and the United States birth registration area
both had a death rate of 6.1 from all puerperal causes
per 1,000 live births in 1915, the corresponding rate

for 1919 having increased in Scotland to 6.2 while in
the birth registration area it had increased to 6.8.
The fact that the rates from puerperal causes for the
other countries shown are very much lower is not in
itself conclusive evidence that the mortality from
these causes is actually lower in these countries, but
there is no getting away from the fact that England
and Wales shows for each of the years 1915 to 1919
lower rates from all causes for females aged 15 to 44
than appear for our birth registration area of 1915,
while Scotland, though starting out with a higher rate
in 1915 than that shown for our birth registration area,

has a lower rate for 1919 than we have.

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SUICIDE.

The death rate from suicide in 1920 (10.2 per
100,000 population) is the lowest recorded since the
publication of the first annual mortality report in
1900. The states which show the highest rates in
1920 are California (20.1), Washington (18), Colorado
(15.7), Montana (15.4), and Oregon (13.8). Cali-
fornia has had the highest rate of any of the regis-
tration states since it was added to the registration
aren in 1906. The states which have the lowest
rates in 1920 are Mississippi (3.2), South Carolina
(3.5), North Carolina (3.9) and Louisiana (4.7).

Among the registration cities of 100,000 popula-
tion or more in 1920, the five which show the highest
rates are San Francisco (25.6), Reading (23.1),
Seattle (22.9), Spokane (22), and Omaha (21.7).
The cities which have the lowest rates are Yonkers
(2), Norfolk (5.1), Columbus (5.4), Worcester (6.6),
and Birmingham (7.2).

The most pronounced decreases in the rates from
suicide in 1920 as compared with 1919 are shown for
Cincinnati (11.7 against 21.7), San Francisco (25.6
against 34.9), Hartford (11.4 against 19.1), and St.
Paul (9.3 against 16.3).

Under the title *“Suicide” are included nine head-
ings, to four of which more than 81 per cent of all
deaths from this cause are charged in 1920. The
greatest number of deaths from suicide is due to fire-
arms (3,169, with a rate of 3.6 per 100,000 popula-
tion), followed by hanging or strangulation (1,616
with a rate of 1.8), poison (1,417, with a rate of
1.6), and asphyxia (1,124, with a rate of 1.3).

ACCIDENTAL OR UNDEFINED CAUSES.

In 1920 the number of deaths due to accidental or
undefined causes is 62,492, which corresponds to a
rate of 71.4 per 100,000 population, against a rate of
71.9 in 1919.

The greatest number of deaths under this title are
due to traumatism by fall (10,323, with a rate of 11.8
per 100,000); next in order are deaths due to auto-
mobile accidents and injuries (9,103, with a rate of
10.4); burns (conflagration excepted) (6,645, with a
rate of 7.6); railroad accidents and injuries (6,426,
with a rate of 7.3); accidental drowning (4,977, with
o rate of 5.7); and absorption of deleterious gases
(conflagration excepted) (3,012, with a rate of 3.4).

The death rate in 1920 from street-car accidents
and injuries (2) is lower than the rate in 1919 (2.2)
and deaths from injuries by other vehicles also show
u lower rate in 1920 (1.9, compared with 2.3). Aero-
plane accidents and injuries show a total of 150 deaths,
with a rate of 0.2 per 100,000 population. Deaths
from the effects of heat show a rate of 0.3, which is
lower than the 1919 rate (0.6).

Among the states, those showing the highest death
rates in 1920 from accidents are Washington (91.4),
Celifornia (87.4), Pennsylvania (86.6), Colorado (86),

and Utah (85.2). Those showing the lowest rates are
Wisconsin - (52.7), Missouri (53), Tennessee (55.7),
North Carolina (55.9), and Kentucky (56).

AUTOMOBILE ACCIDENTS AND INJURIES.

The death rate from automobile accidents and in-
juries again shows an increase over the figures for
the preceding year (10.4 per 100,000 population against
the 1919 rate of 9.4.) The five states showing the
highest rates in 1920 are California (21.1), Connecti-
cut (15.6), New York and Washington (each 13.5), and
Rhode Island (12.8). The five states showing the
lowest rates are Mississippi (2.2), Kentucky (3.5),
Virginia (4.2), Louisiana (5), and North Carolina (5.2).

Of the 66 cities listed in the table on page 62, 36
show increases in the rate from automobile accidents
and injuries for 1920 as compared with the rate for
1919. The cities showing the greatest increases are
Reading (from 9.3 to 23.1), Memphis (from 17.4 to
26.3), Salt Lake City (from 11.1 to 19.3), and Buffalo
(from 13.5 to 20.4); those showing the greatest de-
creases are Lowell (from 18.7 to 7.1), Albany (from
20.4 to 11.4), Yonkers (from 18.2 to 10.9), Paterson
(from 19.9 to 13.2), and Boston (from 16.8 to 11.8).
The highest death rates from automobile accidents and
injuries in 1920 are shown for Youngstown (26.7),
Hartford (25.7), Memphis (26.3), Los Angeles (24.1),
and Reading (23.1). Of course, these rates, like all
crude death rates, are simply rough indexes—not
exact measures—of local conditions. Many deaths
from automobile accidents charged against a city
result from accidents outside city limits. On the
other hand, some deaths from automobile accidents,
charged to rural districts, result from accidents
within city limits.

Recent figures for Paris show a much lower rate
than is found in any of our large cities. In 1918
and 1919 the estimaled population of Paris was
3,149,000, and deaths from automobiles, including all
those caused by army trucks of the various countries,
numbered only 53 in 1918 and 74 in 1919, giving
rates of only 1.68 and 2.35 per 100,000.

So, also, in England and Wales, death rates from
sutomobile accidents and injuries are very much lower
than in the registration area of the United States. A
death rate from this cause in England and Wales for
1919 has been calculated by the Bureau of the Census
as 4 per 100,000 population, a rate which stands in
marked contrast to the rate of 9.4 in the United
States registration area for the same year.

In 1900, when an automobile was almost a curiosity,
the mortality rate from “accidents and injuries by
vehicles and horses’” per 100,000 population in the
registration area was 1.3 (including automobile acci-
dents)—a rate which stands in striking contrast with
the rate 10.4 from automobile accidents and injuries

in 1920,

One phase, which is particularly distressing, is the
large number of deaths from this cause among chil-
dren. In 1920, 32.9 per cent of the total number of
deaths from automobile accidents are of children
under 15 years of age, as contrasted with 7.5 per cent
below that age from railroad accidents, and 15.8 per
cent from street-car accidents.

Each year the death rates from automobile acei-
dents are higher than the rates of the previous year.
Each year it becomes more and more dangerous for
o person to walk the streets. The reason usually
given, and probably the correct one, is that the num-
ber of automobiles in use is constantly increasing.
How then shall this ever-increasing danger be lessened ?
The obvious remedy is to improve constantly the
traffic regulutions to keep pace with the ever increasing
number of automobiles.

The tendency of some writers to exonerate auto-

mobile drivers and to place the blame of accidents

upon pedestrians indicates lack of a full comprehen-
sion of the problems involved. :
The teaching of caution is admirable and in tim
pedestrians will undoubtedly become more and more
careful, but there will always be on our streets the
person who misjudges the speed of an approaching
automobile and becoming confused knows not which
way to go; there will always be the child who has not
yet acquired the ultracautious habit, and there will
always be old persons who can not hear and see so well
as they used to and who are not so keen and active
as they once were.

NorEe,—The populations are estimated by the arithmetical method, based on the
1910 and 1920 censuses. The rates are based on the total deaths, including deaths of
uonrlesldents , deathsin hospitalsand institutions, and deaths of soldiers, sailors, and
marlnes.

For 1920 the number of deaths from homicide in
the registration area is 6,205, corresponding to a rate
of 7.1 per 100,000 population, as against 7.5 in 1919.
The higher rates in recent years are due to the addi-
tion of states with large colored populations.

The rate in the registration area for the white
population is 5 in 1920 against 5.1 in 1911, and the
rate for the colored 29.6 in 1920 against 40.2 in 1911.
The states with the highest rates in 1920 are Florida
(20.2), Mississippi (19.8), and South Carolina (15.2).
The states with the lowest rates are Maine (1.4),
Wisconsin (1.7), New Hampshire and Rhode Island
(each 1.8).

For the registration cities of 100,000 population or
more in 1920, the highest rates in 1920 are for Memphis
(63), Atlanta (39.9), and Norfolk (37.4). The ex-
tremely high rates for Memphis and Atlanta are due
to the high rates for the colored population (133.6 for
Memphis and 107.3 for Atlanta), while a special
study of the high rate for Memphis in 1920 shows that
30 per cent of the homicides are of nonresidents. Fall
River is the only city credited with no homicides in
1920, though very low rates are shown for New Bed-
ford (0.8) and Albany (0.9).

For the most part, in both states and cities, the
death rates from homicides in 1920 are lower than
those in 1919, though notable exceptions among the
cities are seen in the cases of Denver, with a rate of
12 against one of 5.5 in 1919, and Detroit, with a rate
of 13.7 against one of 8.6 in 1919.

From the standpoint of prevention, it is interesting
to note that 72 per cent of all homicides in the regis-
tration area in 1920 are cgused by firearms as against
62 per cent in 1915 and 60 per cent in 1911.

UNENOWN OR ILL-DEFINED DISEASES.

The marked improvement in the certification of
causes of death is shown in the table below.

Although the per cent of total deaths classified as
due to unknown or ill-defined diseases by no means
tells the whole story in regard to certification, still it
does serve as a very reliable index of the character of
such certification. The per cent of certificates show-
ing unknown or ill-defined diseases in the registration
area fell steadily from 4.2 in 1900 to 0.8 in 1912. The
slightly higher per cents (1.1 in 1916 and 1918, 1.3 in
1917, and 1.4 in 1919 and 1920) are largely accounted
for by the addition of new territory to the registration
area for those years.

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DEATHS OF CHILDREN UNDER 1 YEAR OF AGE.

Deaths of children under 1 year of age are usually
considered in connection with the number of births,
and the number of deaths under 1 year of age per
1,000 births is commonly spoken of as the infant mor-
tality rate.

As the number of births is known in but two-thirds
of the 34 states of the death registration area, no con-
sideration in the usual way of infant mortality for the
entire death registration area is possible. But as we
now have a birth registration area and an annual re-
port on Birth Statistics, it has been thought best to
show in that report those infant mortality tables
which relate exclusively to the birth registration area
and to retain in the Mortality Statistics other tables
which relate to the death registration area.

The following tables indicate that in recent years
infant deaths form a much smaller part of total deaths
and thal the decreases have occurred principally after
the second week of life. Premature birth, malforma-
tions, injuries at birth, bronchopneumonia, and in-
fluenza form considerably larger per cents of the total
in 1920 than in 1911.

ACCURACY OF STATISTICS OF CAUSES OF DEATH.

It is obvious that the cause of death can not be
classified correctly unless it has been stated accurately.
It is not stated accurately when one or two of several
factors are not given in the physician’s report. Again,
it is-not stated accurately when the physician fails to
enter on the death certificate a qualifying term which,
if given, would modify the classification of the death.
For example, the reporting of a death from tubercu-
lous peritonitis as having been caused by ‘peritoni-
tis”’ represents an error of omission which, if not cor-
rected, would cause the death to be incorrectly classi-
fied, not only with reference to the title of the Inter-
national List of Causes of Death to which, on the basis
of the incomplete statement, it would have to be as-
signed, but also with reference to the class or group of
causes into which the list is divided.

One of the principal difficulties in classifying deaths
according to the International List is the fact that
each year the Census Bureau receives several hundred
thousand certificates of deaths on each of which the
names of two or more diseases appear. All systems
of classification in present use are based upon the prin-
ciple that each death must be charged to a single
cause. This means that if two or more morbid con-
ditions are stated on a certificate with nothing to indi-
cate which was.the chief or primary cause, one of them
must be selected as the cause under which the death

shall be classified. In many cases no dependence can
be placed upon the order in which the terms are writ~
ten; nor can the compiler rely upon the statements ag
to the “cause of death” or the “contributory cause,”
since these terms are used with different and diamet-
rically opposed meanings, not only by physicians but
by registration officers.

In its effort to improve the statement of cause of
death, the Bureau of the Census has sent to every
physician in the country two pamphlets bearing upon
this subject, namely, “Relation of Physicians to Mor-
tality Statistics” and “Physicians’ Pocket Reference
to the International List of Causes of Death.” These
pamphlets were, first, to acquaint physicians with the
form, scope, and requirements of the International
List of Causes of Death, and, second, to emphasize the
fact that the value of statistics of cause of death de-
pends largely upon the precision and completeness with
which the information is supplied by the medical pro-
fession. With these ends in view, the titles of the
International List have been included in each pam-
phlet, together with comments on some of the principal
undesirable terms commonly used in reporting causes
of death; these comments give the reasons why each

such term is unsatisfactory and present suggestions for
more precise statements.

The first test inquiry was made for 1911. Five of the
undesirable terms frequently used in reporting causes
of death—‘‘meningitis,” “paralysis,” “convulsions,”
“ pneumonia,”’ and “peritonitis”’—were selected, and
in cases where they had been employed without qualifi-
ecation, circular letters were sent to the physicians who

had signed the death certificates. These letters re-
quested such additional statements or information
relative to the cause of death as might be needed for a
more satisfactory classification, and with each was in-
closed a copy of the “Physicians’ Pocket Reference to
the International List of Causes of Death,” the para-
graph therein referring to the unsatisfactory nature of
the term used being marked. In Mortality Statistics,
1911 (pp. 36-38), the results of this test may be found.
It is sufficient to say that approximately 2,000 replies
were received, and the additional information ob-
tained from the physicians enabled the bureau to im-
prove the classification in 57 per cent of the cases
covered by replies.

AUTOPSIES AND TESTS.

In this country comparatively few autopsies are
performed. Of the 34 states in the death registration
area in 1920, 21 use the new standard certificate of

death, on which is the inquiry whether or not there
was an autopsy or test.

The highest percentage of autopsies is in Minnesota,
which reports 25,722 deaths and 1,078 autopsies, or
4.2 per cent of the total. The only other states which
have more than 2 per cent of autopsies are Oregon und
Washington, eaclt showing 2.9 per cent.

The following tables show the percentage of antop-
sies and the percentage of tests other than autopsies
in each of the 21 states which returned this inforr-

tion, and also the percentage of autopsies and testy by

certain causes of death.

tumors of the ovary (53.9), salpingitis and other
diseases of the female genital organs (47.9), other
diseases of the uterus (46.3), biliary calculi (44.8),
appendicitis and typhlitis (44.6), and hernia (41.1). .
