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Current Estimates From the 
National Health Interview 
Survey

1ntroduction 
This report on the 1984 civilian noninstitutionalixedpopu­

lation residingin the United Statespresentsestimatesof acute 
conditions, episodesof personsinjured, restriction in activity, 
limitation of activity due to chronic conditions, prevalenceof 
chronic conditions,respondent-assessedhealth status, and the 
use of medical services-including physician contacts and 
short-stayhospitalixation. 

Estimatesof these health characteristicsare presentedin 
detailedtables for various groupsin the population, including 
thosedefinedby age,sex, race,and family income(eachshown 
for specific agegroups),and by geographicregion and place of 
residence.Estimates for other characteristicsof special rele­
vance to particular health measuresare also included. For 
instance, estimates of physician contacts are shown by the 
placewherethe contact occurred. 

The text includes a brief definition of each of the health 
characteristicsincluded in the detailed tables and reports the 
1984 estimatefor each characteristic.Text tables include the 
corresponding1983 estimates for each of the major health 
characteristics.The remainderof the report dealswith various 

technicalmattersassociatedwith the National Health Interview 
Survey(NHIS) data collectionproceduresand the presentation 
of the results. 

Although publishedreportsarethe primary vehiclefor dis­
seminatingestimatesfrom the NHIS, data are also availablein 
the form of standardizedmicrodatatapesthat include the reg­
ular characteristicsof each year’s survey from 1969 through 
1984. Questionspertainingto the cost and availability of these 
tapesshouldbe directedto the National Technical Information 
Service,5285 Port Royal Road, Springfield,Va. 22161. Public 
use tapes are also available for special topics included in the 
NHIS from 1973 through 1983. The specialtopics studied in 
1984 included health-relatedproblemsof persons55 years of 
age and over, health care coverageof the civilian noninstitu­
tionalized population, and loss of health care coveragedue to 
unemployment.Information on tapesrelating to specialtopics 
is available from the National Center for Health Statistics, 
Division of Health Interview Statistics, Computer Systems 
and ProgranuningStaff, 3700 East-WestHighway, Hyattsville, 
Md. 20782. 



Source and lim itations of data 


The information from the National Health Interview Sur­
vey presentedin this report is based on data collected in a 
continuing nationwide survey by householdinterview. Each 
week a probability sample of the civilian noninstitutionalized 
population of the United Statesis interviewedby personnelof 
the U.S. Bureauof the Census.Information is obtained about 
the health and other characteristics of each member of the 
household. 

The sample for 1984 was composedof approximately 
41,000 householdscontainingabout 105,000 personsliving at 
the time of the interview. The total noninterviewrate was about 
3.6 percent;2.3 percentwas due to respondentrefusal, andthe 
remainder was primarily due to failure to locate an eligible 
respondentat home after repeatedcalls. 

A description of the survey design,the methodsused in 
estimation,andgeneralqualificationsof the data obtainedfrom 
the survey are presentedin appendixI. Becausethe estimates 
shown in this report are basedon a sampleof the population, 
they are subject to sampling errors. Therefore, particular at­
tention should be paid to the section entitled “Reliability of 
estimates.”Charts of relative samplingerrors and instructions 
for their use are shown in appendixI. 

All information collectedin the surveyresultsfrom reports 

by responsible family members residing in the household. 
When possible,all adult family membersparticipate in the in­
terview. However, proxy responsesare acceptedfor family 
memberswho are not at home and are requiredfor all children 
and for family memberswho do not meet the National Health 
Interview Survey criteria required before a person may serve 
as a respondent.Although a considerableeffort is made to 
ensureaccuratereporting,the information from both proxy and 
self-respondentsmay be inaccuratebecausethe respondentis 
unawareof relevantinformation, hasforgottenit, doesnot wish 
to reveal it to an interviewer, or becausethe respondentdoes 
not understandthe intendedmeaningof a question. 

The major conceptsfor which estimatesare shown in this 
report are definedin appendixII. Appendix III includesa copy 
of the questionnaireand flashcardsused in the interview. Ill­
nessesand injuries are codedusing a slight modification of the 
ninth revision of the International Classification of Diseases. z 
The Division of Health Interview Statistics of the National 
Center for Health Statistics should be contactedfor informa­
tion about coding and editing proceduresused to producethe 
final data file from which the estimatesshownin this report are 
derived.

Highlights for 1984 


In the following sections,each of the health-relatedchar­
acteristicsincluded in this report is definedand the 1984 esti­
mate is comparedwith the 1983 estimate*for the same char­
acteristic. The comparisons are highlighted in text tables, 
which also include the standard error for each of the 1984 
estimates. The correspondingstandard errors for the 1983 
estimatesare not shown separatelybecausethey are identical 
or almost identical to the 1984 standard errors. The reader 
who wants someidea of how much the differencemust be be-
tween the 1983 and 1984 estimatesto constitute a statistically 
significantdifferencemay usethe standarderrorsto calculatea 
confidenceinterval or a critical value for the t-test. Of these 
two methods,the t-test (with a 95percent level of significance) 
has beenusedin the following discussionas a basisfor making 
statementsabout the differenceor lack of differencebetween 
the 1983 and 1984 estimates. 

Becausethe text comparesonly the overall rates or per­
centsof health-relatedcharacteristicsbetween1983 and 1984, 
and the age distribution of the civilian noninstitutionalized 
population does not changegreatly over a 2-year period, the 
possibleeffect of differing agedistributionswas not considered 
in the text. However, readers using the detailed tables and 
wishing to make comparisonsof subgroupsof the population 
may want to take into account the possible effect of age in 
comparingsubgroups.For those sociodemographiccharacter­
istics for which the age distributions of the subgroupsdiffer 
significantly (such as for sex, race, and family income), the 
resultsare shownfor specific agegroups.However, in the case 
of geographicregion and place of residence,there is little dif­
ferencein the agedistribution of the subgroups;therefore,these 
results are not shown for specific agegroups. 

The detailedresultsfor health characteristicsare shownin 
tables l-77. Table 78 showsthe population used to calculate 
all of the ratesincludedin this report. 

Acute conditions: Incidence, medical 
attention, and associated restriction in 
activity 

An acuteconditionis defmedby the National Health Inter-
view Survey(NHIS) as a type of illnessor injury that ordinarily 
lasts less than 3 months, was first noticed less than 3 months 
before the referencedate of the interview, and was serious 
enoughto have had an impact on behavior. Only two types of 
impact are considered: First, whether the illness or injury 
causedthe personto cut down for at least a half a day on the 

things he or sheusually doesand, second,whether a physician 
was contactedregardingthe illness or injury. 

Incidence 

Tables l-5 show the incidence rate and tables 6-10 the 
incidenceof acuteconditionsby type of conditions and socio­
demographiccharacteristics. The 1984 rate of 176.9 acute 
conditions per 100 personsper year (table A) does not sig­
niticantly differ from the 1983 rate (174.7). 

For broad types of acute conditions, the 1984 incidence 
rates per 100 personsper year ranked as follows: Respiratory

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conditions (88.7), injuries (27.1), infective and parasitic dis­
eases(20.1), and digestivesystem conditions(7.6). 

Medical attention 

Tables 11-15 showestimatesof the percentof acutecondi­
tions that were medically attended.The 1984 rate of 57.7 per-
cent (table A) is lower than the 1983 rate of 59.6 percent.In 
terms of confidenceintervals, the 95-percentintervals overlap, 
suggestingno statistically significant difference.However, the 
t-test does produce a critical value (2.2) that is barely sta­
tistically significant.This indicatesthat while an actual drop in 
the percentprobably occurred,it was relatively small. 

Restricted activity associated with acute 
conditions 

Four types of restricted activity resulting from illness, in-
jury, or impairment are measuredin NIBS: Days lost from 
work for currently employedpersons18 yearsof ageandover, 
schooldays missedby youths 5-17 years of age,days spentin 
bed (which may overlap either of the prior types), and other 
dayson which a personcut down on the thingshe or sheusually 
does. Estimates of “cut-down” days are not presentedsep 
arately but are included in the genericconceptof “restricted-
activity days.” The other three types of restricted activity also 
includedin the genericconcept“restricted activity” areusually 
shownseparatelyin reportshorn NHIS. 

A personmay restrict his or her activity on a given day as 
a result of more than one condition, and theseconditionsmay 
be acuteor chronic. “Restricted activity associatedwith acute 
conditions”includesdays on which only one or more than one 
acute condition causedthe activity restriction; it also includes 
days on which one or more acute conditions and one or more 
chronic conditions causedthe activity restriction. In the latter 
case,becausethe restriction in activity was due to both acute 
andchronic conditions,the causecannotbe attributedsolely to 
an acute condition. For this reason, the words “associated 
with” ratherthan “caused by” areusedto describethis type of 
estimate. 

Tables 16-20 show the incidencerate and tables 21-25 
show the incidenceof restricted activity associatedwith acute 
conditionsby type of condition and sociodemographiccharac­
teristics. The 1984 ratesper 100 personsper year of restricted 
activity days (741.0), bed days (325.2), and school-loss 
days (414.1) were similar to the corresponding1983 rates 
(table A). 

The 1984 rate of work-loss days for currently employed 
persons18 yearsof ageand over of 306.6 per 100 personsper 
year should not be directly comparedwith the 1983 rate. In 
1984 improvements in the editing proceduresof work-loss 
days were introducedthat significantly changedthe rate from 
what it would have beenhad the 1983 editing procedurebeen 
used. 

Tables 26-49 show the detailedrates and frequenciesfor 
bed days (tables 26-35), work-loss days (tables 36-45), and 
school-lossdays (tables46-49). 

incidence by quarter 

The 1984 incidencerate and incidenceof acuteconditions 
by quarter are shownin table 50. As may be noted in table A, 
the correspondingrates for each of the quarters in 1983 and 
1984 are similar, the differencesin the estimatesfor eachof the 
quartersnot exceedingwhat might be expectedfrom sampling 
variability. 

Episodes of persons injured 

Injury data may be analyzed in terms of three possible 
units: (a) the numberof injuriessustainedin a particularepisode 
involving injury, (b) the number of episodesinvolving injury 
during a given period of time, or (c) the number of persons 
involved in one or more episodesin which injury occurred 
during a period of time. The estimatesof injuries included in 
tables l-50 are of the numberof injuries that occurredduring 
1984. This section considersthe number of episodesthat oc­
curredduring 1984 that involved oneor more injuries. Because 
of the short referenceperiod used to collect injury data in 
NHIS (2 weeks), the data cannot be used to estimate the 
numberof personsinvolved in oneor more episodesof persons 
injured during any givenyear. 

Table 5 1 showsthe incidencerate of episodesof persons 
injured and table 52 the incidenceof such episodesby socio­
demographiccharacteristics;whether a moving motor vehicle 
was involved (and if so, whetherthis occurredin traffic); where 
the episode occurred; and, for persons 18 years of age and 
over, whetherthey wereworking at ajob or businessat the time 
the episodeoccurred. The 1984 rate of episodesof persons 
injured per 100 personsper year (26.4) is almost identical to 
the 1983 rate of 26.6 (table B). 

Restricted activity associated with 
injury and impairment due to injury 

An injury may have health-relatedeffectsfor many years 
after it occurs, or, for that matter, even for a lifetime. (This 
might be the case, for instance, for a person who suffered a

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dislocatedback due to an accident.)The estimatesof activity 
restriction in tables 53 and 54 andof bed daysin tables55 and 
56 are basedon the presenteffects of injuries no matter when 
they occurred.Thus, theseestimatesincludethe days shownin 
earlier tables for acute injuries and also include days of re­
stricted activity during 1984 that are attributableto the effects 
of injuries sufferedprior to 1984. In many casestheseold in-
juries have become impairments, and any restricted activity 
during 1984that was causedby an injury-relatedimpairmentis 
also included. 

The 1984 rates for restricted activity days and bed days 
associatedwith episodesof personsinjured (247.7 and 78.4 
per 100 personsper year, respectively)are similar to the 1983 
ratesfor the correspondingestimates(table B). 

Prevalence of reported chronic 
conditions 

Chronic conditions are defined as conditions that either 
(a) were first noticed 3 months or more before the reference 
date of the interview or (b) belong to a group of conditions 
(including heart disease,diabetes,and others)that are consid­
eredchronic regardlessof whenthey began.For the purposeof 
estimatingthe prevalenceof reported chronic conditions, the 
total NHIS sample is divided into six representativesub­
samples;each subsampleis administeredone of six checklists 
of types of chronic conditions.Respondentsare askedto indi­
catethe presenceor absenceof eachcondition specifiedon the 
particular list administeredto them. Becausethe presenceor 
absenceof many types of chronic conditionsis often difficult to 
ascertain, several “impact” questions are asked about each 
condition reported.Information is elicited on whetherthe per-
son has beenhospitalizedfor the condition and the numberof 
days he or she stayed in bed becauseof the condition during 
the 12 monthsprior to the interview. 

Totals for all chronic conditions are not shown because 
NHIS doesnot measurethe total numberof chronic conditions 
for eachperson.It shouldalsobe notedthat a personmay have 

b more than one chronic condition; therefore,the sum of condi­
tions that are countedmay exceedthe sum of personshaving 
thoseconditions. 

Tables 57-61 show the prevalencerate and tables 62-66 
the prevalenceof selectedchronic conditions.As may be noted 
in table 57, the reportedconditionswith the highestprevalence 
rates are arthritis, sinusitis, and hypertension(with rates per 
1,000 personsof 132.9, 130.5, and 124.0, respectively). 

Limitation of activity due to chronic 
conditions 

The concept of limitation of activity used in this report 
refersto long-termreductionin activity resultingfrom chronic 
diseaseor impairment. The measurementof this concept in 
NHIS permits one to distinguishamong(a) personsunableto 
carry on their usual activity, (b) personslimited in the amount 
or kind of their usual activity, (c) personslimited but not in 
their usual activity, and (d) personsnot limited. The category 
of personslimited in their major activity includesthose in the 

first two groups, that is, those unable to carry on the usual 
activity for their age-sexgroup,whether it is working, keeping 
house,goingto school,or capacity for independentliving, and 
thoserestrictedin the amountor kind of usual activity for their 
age-sexgroup. Personslimited but not in their major activity 
include persons restricted in other activities such as civic, 
church,or recreationalactivities. 

The 1984 estimate of the percent of personslimited in 
activity dueto chronic conditions(13.9 percent)is lower than 
the 1983 estimateof 14.3 percent(table C). Table C also in­
dicatesa declinefrom 1983 to 1984 of 0.2 percentin the esti­
mate of personslimited in their major activity (categories(a) 
and (b) discussedpreviously). This difference,however,is not 
statistically significant. 

The detailedpercentdistributionsandfrequenciesfor limi­
tation in activity areshownby sociodemographiccharacteristics 
in tables 67-68. 

Restricted activity due to acute and 
chronic conditions 

Earlier in this report estimatesof restricted-activity days 
associatedwith acute conditions were shown (tables 16-49) 
and the relationship betweenthe types of restricted activity 
days discussed.The estimatesshownin table 69 arefor person 
days of restricted activity causedby acute or chronic condi­
tions, or both. 

As may be notedin table C, the 1984 ratesper personper 
year of restricted activity days (14.8), bed days (6.5), and

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school-lossdays for youths 5-l 7 years of age(5.1) are similar 
to the correspondingratesof the previousyear: 

As explained earlier, the 1983 and 1984 estimates of 
work-lossdays for currently employedpersons18 years of age 
and over are not comparablebecauseof a changein editing 
procedures.Thus, only the 1984 rate of 4.9 work-loss days is 
shownin table C. 

The detailed estimatesfor each type of restricted activ­
ity day are shown by sociodemographiccharacteristics in 
table 69. 

Respondent-assessed health status 

Data on assessedhealth status result from simply ask­
ing respondentsto assesstheir own health or that of family 
members living in the same household as excellent, very 
good,good,fair, or poor. Table 70 showsthe percentdistribu­
tion for these categoriesaccordingto sociodemographicchar­
acteristics. Most persons in the civilian noninstitutionalized 
population were assessedas “excellent” (39.4 percent) or 
“very good” (26.0 percent). Only about 3.1 percentwere as­
sessedas “poor” (table C). For eachof the health statuscate­
gories,the 1984 estimatesdo not differ significantly from the 
1983 estimates. 

Physician contacts: Incidence and 
interval since last contact 

A contact is definedas a consultationwith a physician, in 
personor by telephone,for examination,diagnosis,treatment, 
or advice. The visit is consideredto be a physician contact if 
the service is provided by the physician or by anotherperson 
working underthe physician’s supervision. 

Annual incidence 
Table D showsthe incidenceof physiciancontactsreported 

for 1983 and 1984. The rate of 5.1 doctor contactsper person 
per year is the samefor both years.

Aside from the sociodemographiccharacteristics,the rates 
andfrequenciesare also shownby the place of contactin table 
7 1. The rate was highestfor doctor’s office (2.8 per personper 
year), and it was under one contact per person per year for 
each of the other places mentioned(telephone,hospital, and 
other). 

Interval since last contact 

Table 72 shows the percent distribution and number of 
personsby the interval of time since the person last had a 
physician contact. Whereasthe estimatesfor the rate of phy­
sician contactsdo not include contactswhile a personwas an 
overnight patient in a hospital, such contacts are included in 
the definitions of the interval since a personlast saw or talked 
to a physician or a physician’s assistant. 

Table D indicatesthat during 1984 an estimated75.2 per-
cent of the civilian noninstitutionalizedpopulationhad contact 
with a physician duringthe year precedinginterview. This esti­
mate is similar to the 1983 estimate(74.7 percent). 

Other estimatesof ambulatory medical care servicesby 
physiciansareprovidedby data from the National Ambulatory 
Medical Care Survey, a probability samplesurvey conducted 
periodically by the Division of Health Care Statistics of the 
National Center for Health Statistics. A summary of 1981 
surveyresultsis foundinAdvanceData From Vital and Health 
Statistics, Number 99.3 

Hospitalization: Episodes and days for 
persons; discharges and average 
length of stay 

Respondentsin the NHIS are askedto describeany hospi­
talizationsduringthe year precedingthe interviewthat involved 
at least a one-nightstay. Two of the measuresobtainedthrough 
this seriesof questionsare the numberof times and numberof 
days spent in short-stay hospitals in the 12 months prior to 
interview. Becausepersonswho havedied or havebeeninstitu­
tionalizedin a givenreferenceperiod arenot includedin NHIS, 
the rates and frequenciesshown in this report will vary from 
those basedon all overnightpatientswho entereda short-stay 
hospital during any givenperiod of time. The differencewill be 
especiallygreatfor older persons. 

Estimates on hospitalization are presentedin two forms: 
Episodeestimatesand dischargeestimates.Episodeestimates 
focus on the persons’hospital experienceduringthe 12 months 
precedinginterview.The tablesshowingtheseestimatesclassify 
people on the basis of whether they were hospitalizedduring 
the referenceperiod and, if so, the numberof times they were 
hospitalized. Discharge estimatesfocus on hospital stays as 
the unit of analysisrather than on persons. 

Hospital episodes and days 
Tables 73 (percentdistribution) and 74 (frequency)show 

the distribution of short-stay hospital episodesincluding and 
excludingdeliveriesby the numberof times a personwas hos­
pitalized during the year precedinginterview and sociodemo 
graphic characteristics.The category “delivery” is basedon 
the reasonthe women enteredthe hospital or whether surgery 
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related to delivery was performed.The percent of personsin 
1984 with one or more hospitalizationsduring the year pre­
cedinginterview was 9.6 percent(table D). This is lower than 
the corresponding1983 estimate( 10.1 percent). 

Associatedwith the numberof times a personwas a patient 
in a short-stayhospital during the year precedinginterview is 
the total numberof days (strictly speaking,nights) the person 
spentas a patient in the hospital. Table D showsthat in 1984 
personswith one or more hospitalizationsspent an averageof 
9.2 days in the hospital during the year precedinginterview. 
This is identical to the correspondingrate for 1983. Tables75-

Technical notes on methods 


Background of this report 

This report is one of a seriesof statistical reportsprepared 
by the National Center for Health Statistics. It is based on 
information collected in a continuing nationwide sample of 
householdsin the National Health Interview Survey(NHIS). 

The National Health Interview Surveyutilizes a question­
naire for obtaining information on personaland demographic 
characteristics,illnesses,injuries, impairments,chronic condi­
tions, and other healthtopics. As data relatingto eachof these 
various broad topics are tabulated and analyzed,separatere­
ports are issuedthat cover one or more of the specific topics. 

The population covered by the sample for NHIS is the 
civilian noninstitutionalized population of the United States 
living at the time of the interview. The sampledoesnot include 
membersof theArmed Forcesor U.S. nationalsliving in foreign 
countries.It should also be noted that the estimatesshown do 
not representa completemeasureof any giventopic duringthe 
specifiedcalendarperiod becausedata are not collectedin the 
interview for personswho died duringthe referenceperiod.For 
many types of statistics collected in the survey, the reference 
periodcoversthe 2 weeksprior to the interview week.For such 
a shortperiod,the contributionby decedentsto a total inventory 
of conditions or servicesshould be very small. However, the 
contribution by decedentsduring a long referenceperiod (such 
as 1 year) might be sizable,especiallyfor older persons. 

Statistical design of the National Health 
Interview Survey 

General plan 

The samplingplan of the surveyfollows a multistageproba­
bility designthat permits a continuoussamplingof the civilian 
noninstitutionalizedpopulationof the United States.The sample 
is designedin such a way that the sampleof householdsinter­
viewedeachweek is representativeof the targetpopulationand 
that weekly samplesare additive over time. This featureof the 
design permits continuous measurementof characteristicsof 
samplesby aggregatingweeks of data. It also permits more 
detailed analysis of less common characteristicsand smaller 
categoriesof health-relateditems. The continuouscollection 
also has administrative and operational advantagesbecause 
fieldwork can be handledon a continuingbasiswith an experi­
enced,stablestaff. 

The overall samplewas designedso that tabulations can 
be provided for each of the four major geographicregionsand 

for selectedstandardmetropolitanstatisticalareasin the United 
States. 

The first stageof the sample designconsistsof drawing a 
sampleof 376 primary sampling.units(PSU’s) from approxi­
mately 1,900 geographicallydefined PSU’s. A PSU consists 
of a county, a small groupof contiguouscounties,or a standard 
metropolitanstatistical area.The PSU’s collectively cover the 
50 Statesand the District of Columbia. 

With no loss in generalunderstanding,the remainingstages 
can be combinedand treated in this discussionas an ultimate 
stage.Within PSU’s, then, ultima.testageunits called segments 
are defined in such a manner that each segmentcontains an 
expectedfour households.Three main types of segmentsare 
used: 

l Area segments,which are definedgeographically. 
l List segments,using 1980 censusregistersas the frame. 
l Permit segments,using updated lists of building permits 

issuedin samplePSU’s since 1980. 

Censusaddresslistings wereusedfor all areasof the coun­
try where addresseswere well defined and could be used to 
locatehousingunits. In generalthe list frameincludedthe larger 
urban areasof the United States,from which abouttwo-thirds 
of the NHIS samplewas selected. 

The usualNHIS sampleconsistsof approximately12,000 
segmentscontainingabout5 1,000 assignedhouseholds,of which 
9,000 are vacant, demolished,or occupiedby personsnot in 
the scope of the survey. The 41,000 eligible occupiedhouse­
holds yield a probability sampleof about 105,000 persons. 

Descriptive material on data collection, field procedures, 
and questionnairedevelopmentin NHIS have beenpublished 
as well as a detaileddescriptionof the sampledesignand esti­
mation procedure.5 

Collection of data 
Field operationsfor the survey are performedby the U.S. 

Bureau of the Censusunder specificationsestablishedby the 
National Center for Health Statistics (NCHS). In accordance 
with thesespecifications,the U.S. Bureauof the Censuspartic. 
ipatesin surveyplanning,selectsthe sample,and conductsthe 
field interviewing as an agent.of NCHS. The data are coded, 
edited, and tabulatedby NCHS.

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Estimating procedures 

Becausethe designof NHIS is a complexmultistageprob 
1 ability sample,it is necessaryto use complexproceduresin the 

derivationof estimates.Four basic operationsare involved: 

/ 1. 	 Injlation by the reciprocal of the probability of selection-
The probability of selectionis the product of the probabil­
ities of selectionfrom each step of selectionin the design 
(PSU, segment,and household). 

2. 	 Nonresponse a&ustment-The estimatesare inflated by a 
multiplication factor that has as its numeratorthe number 
of sample householdsin a given segmentand as its de-
nominator the number of householdsinterviewed in that 
segment. 

3. 	 First-stage ratio aaustment-Sampling theory indicates 
that the use of auxiliary information which is highly corre­
lated with the variablesbeingestimatedimprovesthe rklia­
bility of the estimates.To reduce the variability among 
PSU’s within a region,the estimatesare ratio adjustedto 
the 1980 populationswithin race-residenceclasses. 

4. 	 Poststratification by age-sex-race-The estimatesare ratio 
adjustedwithin each of 60 age-sex-racecells to an inde­
pendentestimateof the populationof eachcell for the survey 
period. These independentestimatesare preparedby the 
U.S. Bureau of the Census.Both the first-stageand post-
stratified ratio adjustmentstake the form of multiplication 
factors appliedto the weight of eachelementaryunit (per-
son, household,condition, and hospitalization). 

The effect of the ratio-estimatingprocessis to make the 
samplemore closely representativeof the civilian noninstitu­
tionalized population by age, sex, race, and residence,which 
therebyreducessamplingvariance. 

As noted, each week’s sample representsthe population 
living during that week and characteristicsof the population. 
Consolidationof samplesover a time period suchas a calendar 
quarter, producesestimatesof averagecharacteristicsof the 
U.S. populationfor the calendarquarter. Similarly, population 
data for a year are averagesof the four quarterly figures. 

For prevalencestatistics, such as numberof personswith 
speechimpairments or number of personsclassified by time 
interval sincelast physicianvisit, figuresare first calculatedfor 
each calendarquarter by averagingestimatesfor all weeks of 
interviewingin the quarter.Prevalencedata for a year are then 
obtainedby averagingthe four quarterly figures. 

For other types of statistics-those measuringthe number 
of occurrencesduring a specified time period, such as inci­
dence of acute conditions, number of disability days, or 
number of visits to a doctor-a similar computational pro­
cedureis used,but the statistics are interpreteddifferently. For 
these items, the interviewer asks for the respondent’sexperi­
enceover the 2 calendarweeksprior to the week of interview. 
In such instances,the estimatedquarterly total for the statistic 
is 6.5 times the average2-week estimateproducedby the 13 
successivesamplestaken during the period. The annual total 
is the sum of the four quarters. Thus the experienceof per-
sons interviewed during a year-experience which actually 
occurred for each person in a 2-calendar-weekinterval prior 
to week of interview-is treatedas thoughit measuredthe total 

of such experienceduring the year. Such interpretation leads 
to no significantbias. 

Explanation of hospital recall 

The survey questionnaireuses a 12-month recall period 
for short-stayhospitalizations;that is, the respondentis asked 
to report hospitalizationsthat occurred during the 12 months 
prior to the week of interview. Information is also obtainedon 
the date of entry into the hospitaland durationof stay.Analysis 
of this information and also the results of special studieshave 
shownthat there is an increasein underreportingof hospitaliza­
tions with increasein time interval betweenthe dischargeand 
the interview.Exclusiveof the hospitalexperienceof decedents, 
the net underreportingwith a 12-monthrecall is in the neigh­
borhoodof 10 percent.It shouldfurther be notedthat, although 
the reportedfrequenciesand rates related to hospital episodes 
are presentedin terms of the year in which the data were col­
lected,the estimatesare in most casesbasedon hospitalizations 
that occurred during the year of data collection and the prior 
year. Overall, approximatelyone-halfof the reportedhospitali­
zationsoccurredin the year prior to the year of data collection. 

The underreportingof dischargeswithin 6 months of the 
week of interview is estimatedto be less than 5 percent. For 
this reasonhospital dischargedata in this report are basedon 
hospital dischargesreportedto have occurredwithin 6 months 
of the week of interview. Since the interviews were evenly 
distributedaccordingto weekly probability samplesthroughout 
any interviewing year, no seasonalbias was introduced by 
doubling the 6-month-recall data to produce an annual esti­
mate for that year of interviewing. Doubling the 6-month data 
in effect imputesto the entire year precedingthe interview the 
rate of hospital discharges actually observed during the 6 
monthsprior to interview. 

General qualifications 
Nonresponse 

Data were adjustedfor nonresponseby a procedurethat 
imputes to personsin a householdwhose memberswere not 
interviewedthe characteristicsof personsin householdsin the 
samesegmentwho wereinterviewed,Interviewswerecompleted 
in 96.4 percentof the samplehouseholds. 

The interview process 

The statistics presentedin this report are basedon replies 
obtainedin interviewswith personsin the samplehouseholds. 
Each person 18 years of age and over present at the time of 
interview was interviewed individually. For children and for 
adults not presentin the home at the time of the interview, the 
information was obtained from a related householdmember 
such as a spouseor the mother of a child. 

There are limitations to the accuracy of diagnostic and 
other information collectedin householdinterviews. For diag­
nostic information, the householdrespondentcan usually pass 
on to the interviewer only the information the physician has 
givento the family. For conditionsnot medicallyattended,diag­
nostic information is often no more than a descriptionof symp 
toms. However, other facts, such as the number of disability 
days causedby the condition, can be obtainedmore accurately 
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from householdmembersthan from any other sourcebecause 
only the personsconcernedare in a position to report this in-
formation. Regardingthis and other types of information, a 
respondentmay not answera questionin the intendedmanner 
becausehe or she has not properly understoodthe question, 
hasforgottenthe event,or doesnot wish to divulgethe answer. 

Rounding of numbers 

The original tabulations on which the data in this report 
are based show all estimatesto the nearest whole unit. All 
consolidationswere made from the original tabulations using 
the estimatesto the nearestunit. In the final publishedtables, 
the figures are roundedto the nearestthousand,althoughthey 
are not necessarilyaccurateto that detail. Devised statistics 
such as rates and percentdistributions are computedafter the 
estimateson which these are basedhave been roundedto the 
nearestthousand. 

Population figures 

Someof the publishedtablesincludepopulationfiguresfor 
specifiedcategories.Except for certain overall totals by age, 
sex, and race, which are adjustedto independentestimates, 
thesefigures are basedon the sampleof householdsin NHIS. 
They aregivenprimarily to providedenominatorsfor rate com­
putation, andfor this purposethey aremoreappropriatefor use 
with the accompanyingmeasuresof health characteristicsthan 
other population data that may be available. With the excep 
tion of the overall totals by age,sex, andracementionedabove, 
the population figures differ from figures (which are derived 
from different sources)publishedin reportsof the U.S. Bureau 
of the Census.Official population estimatesare presentedin 
Bureauof the Censusreportsin SeriesP-20, P-25, andP-60. 

Bias 

As in any survey,resultsare subjectto reportingandproc­
essingerrorsand errorsdueto nonresponse.To the extent pos­
sible,thesetypes of errorswerekept to a minimum by methods 
built into survey procedures.6Although it is very difficult to 
measurethe extent of ‘biasin NHIS, a numberof studieshave 
beenconductedto examinethis problem.The resultshavebeen 
publishedin severalreports.7-*o 

Reliability of estimates 

Becausethe statisticspresentedin this report arebasedon 
a sample,they will differ somewhatfrom the figuresthat would 
havebeenobtainedif a completecensushad beentaken using 
the same schedules,instructions, and interviewing personnel 
andprocedures. 

The standarderroris primarily a measureof samplingvaria­
bility, that is, the variationsthat might occurby chancebecause 
only a sampleof the population is surveyed.The chancesare 
about 68 out of 100 that an estimatefrom the samplewould 
differ from a completecensusby less than the standarderror. 
The chancesare about95 out of 100 that the differencewould 
be less than twice the standarderror and about 99 out of 100 
that it would be lessthan 2% times as large.The standarderrors

Standard error charts 

The relative standarderror of an estimateis obtainedby 
dividing the standarderror of the estimateby the estimateitself 
and is expressedas a percentof the estimate.For this report, 
asterisksare shown for any rate or percentwith more than a 
30-percentrelative standarderror. Included in this appendix 
are charts (figures I-XI) from which the relative standarder­
rors for estimatesshownin the report can be determined. 

General rules for determining relative standard errors 

The following rules will enable the reader to determine 
approximaterelative standarderrors from the charts for esti­
matespresentedin this report: 

Rule 1. Estimates of aggregates-Approximaterelative stand­
ard errorsfor estimatesof aggregates,suchas the num­
ber of personswith a givencharacteristic,are obtained 
from appropriatecurvesin figuresI-VII and XI. The 
number of personsin the total U.S. population or in 
an age-sex-raceclassof the total populationis adjusted 
to official U.S. Bureau of the Censusfigures and is 
not subjectto samplingerror. 

Rule 2. Estimates of percents in a percent distribution-
Relative standarderrors for percentsin a percentdis­
tribution of a total areobtainedfrom appropriatecurves 
in figuresVIII-X. For valuesthat do not fall on oneof 
the curvespresentedin the chart, visual interpolation 
will provide a satisfactoryapproximation. 

Rule 3. Estimates of rates wherethe numerator is a subclass 
of the denominator-This rule appliesfor prevalence 
ratesor wherea unit of the numeratoroccurs,with few 
exceptions,only once in the year for any one unit in 
the denominator.For example,in computingthe rate 
of visual impairments per 1,000 population, the nu­
meratorconsistingof personswith the impairmentis a 
subclassof the denominator,which includesall persons 
in the population. Suchrates, if convertedto ratesper 
100, may be treatedas thoughthey were percentsand 
the relative standarderrors obtainedfrom the percent 
chartsfor populationestimates. 

Rule 4. Estimates of rates wherethe numerator is not a sub-
class of the denominator-This rule applies where a 
unit of the numeratoroften occursmore than oncefor 
any one unit in the denominator.For example,for the 
numberof personsinjuredper 100 currently employed 
personsper year, it is possible that a person in the 
denominatorcould have sustainedmore than one of 
the injuries included in th.e numerator.Approximate 
relative standarderrors for rates of this kind may be 
computedas follows:

Appendix I I 
Definitions of certain 
terms used in this report 

Terms relating to conditions 

Condition-“ Condition” is a generalterm that includes 
any specific illness, injury, or impairment.Condition data are 
derived from the survey in two ways. First, respondentsare 
asked to identify any conditions that causedcertain types of 
impact associatedwith health, such as a visit to a doctor or a 
day spentin bed. Second,respondentsare readlists of selected 
chronic conditionsand askedwhetherthey or any family mem­
bers have any of theseconditions. 

At a later point in the survey,a seriesof questionsis asked 
abouteachof the conditionsidentified in eitherof the two ways 
just described.The informationobtainedon eachconditionhelps 
to clarify the natureof the condition and whethermedical serv­
ices have been involved in its diagnosisor treatment; It also 
aids in the coding of the condition. All conditions except im­
pairmentsare coded accordingto the ninth revision of the In­
ternational Classification of Diseases,’with certain moditica­
tions adoptedto make the codesmore suitablefor information 
derivedfrom a householdsurvey.A specialset of codesdevised 
by NHIS is usedto codeimpairments. 

Chronic condition-A condition is consideredchronic if 
(1) the respondentindicates it was first noticed more than 3 
monthsbeforethe referencedate of the interview, or (2) it is a 
type of condition that ordinarily has a duration of more than 3 
months. Examples of conditions that are consideredchronic 
regardlessof their time of onsetare diabetes,heart conditions, 
emphysema,and arthritis. A completelist of theseconditions 
may be obtainedby contactingthe Division of Health Interview 
Statistics,National Center for Health Statistics. 

Impairment-An impairment is a chronic or permanent 
defect,usually static in nature,that resultsfrom disease,injury, 
or congenitalmalformation.It representsa decreaseor loss of 
ability to perform various functions, particularly those of the 
musculoskeletalsystemand the senseorgans.Impairmentsare 
groupedaccordingto type of functionalimpairmentand etiology 
in the specialNHIS impairmentcodes. 

Acute condition-A condition is consideredacuteif (1) it 
was first noticed no longerthan 3 monthsbeforethe reference 
date of the interview and (2) it is not one of the conditions 
consideredchronic regardlessof the time of onset.(Seedefini­
tion of chronic condition.) However, any acute condition not 
associatedwith either at least one doctor visit or at least one 
day of restricted activity during the referenceperiod is consid-

eredto be of minor consequenceand is excludedfrom the final 
data producedby the survey. 

Onset of condition-A Iconditionis consideredto have 
had its onsetwhen it was first noticed. This could be the time 
the person first felt sick or becameinjured, or it could be the 
time when the personor family was first told by a physician 
that the person had a condition of which he or she had been 
previouslyunaware. 

Incidence of conditions--The incidenceof a condition is 
the number of casesthat had their onset during a specified 
periodof time. A personmay havemore than one acutecondt 
tion during a period of time or may have the samecondition 
such as a headache,more than once. Ordinarily, however, a 
chronic condition can begin only one time during a given reF 
erenceperiod. 

Prevalenceof conditions-The prevalenceof a condition 
is the number of personswho have the condition at a given 
point in time. Although the prevalenceof acute conditionsis a 
meaningfulconcept,it is seldomusedin healthstatistics,which 
generallyfocuson the incidenceof acuteconditions.If the prev­
alenceof a chronic condition is measuredduring a period of 
time (say, eachweekduring a year), thenthe resultingestimate 
of prevalenceis an averageof 52 weekly prevalenceestimates, 
This is called an averageannualpoint prevalenceestimate. 

Terms relating to disability 

Disability-Disability is a generalterm that refersto any 
long- or short-termreduction of a person’sactivity as a result 
of an acute or chronic condition. Limitation of activi@ refers 
to a long-termreductionin a person’scapacity to perform the 
averagekind or amountof activities associatedwith his or her 
age group. Restriction of activity refers to particular kinds of 
behaviorusually associatedwith a reductionin activity due to 
eitherlong-or short-termconditions.Thus limitation of activity 
refersto what a personis generallycapableof doing,but restric­
tion of activity ordinarily refersto a relatively short-termreduc­
tion in a person’sactivities below his or her normal capacity, 

Limitation of activiv becauseof chronic conditions-Per­
sonsare classifiedin termsof the major activity usually associ­
atedwith their particular agegroup.The major activities for the 
agegroupsare (1) ordinary play for children under 5 years of 
age,(2) attendingschoolfor those5-l 7 yearsof age,(3) work­
ing or keepinghousefor persons18-69 years of age,and (4) 
capacity for independentliving (e.g., the ability to bathe,shop, 
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dress, eat, and so forth, without needingthe help of another 
person)for those70 yearsof ageand over. Peopleaged18-69 
yearswho are classifiedas keepinghouseare also classifiedby 
their ability to work at a job or business.(In this report, the 
major activity of persons65-69 yearsis assumedto be working 
or keepinghouse; however, questionswere also asked about 
the capacity for independentliving in this age group, which 
would permit an alternativedefinition of limitation.) 

In regardto theseactivities, eachpersonis classifiedinto 
oneof four categories:(1) unableto performthe major activity, 
(2) able to performthe major activity but limited in the kind or 
amountof this activity, (3) not limited in the major activity but 
limited in the kind or amount of other activities, and (4) not 
limited in any way. In regardto thesefour categories,NHIS 
publications often classify personsonly by whether they are 
limited (groups l-3) or not limited (group 4). Personsare not 
classifiedas limited in activity unlessoneor more chronic con­
ditions are reported as the causeof the activity limitation. If 
morethan one condition is reported,the respondentis askedto 
identify the condition that is the major causeof the limitation. 

Restriction of activity-Four types of restricted activity 
are measuredin NHIS: bed days, work-loss days for currently 
employedpersons18 years of ageand over, school-loss days 
for children 5-17 yearsof age,and cut-down days. 

A bed day is one during which a person stayed in bed 
more than half a day becauseof illness or injury. All hospital 
days for inpatientsare consideredbed days evenif the patient 
was not in bed morethan half a day. 

A work-loss day is one on which a currently employed 
I person 18 years of ageand over missedmore than half a day 

from a job or business. 
A school-loss day is one on which a student5-l 7 yearsof 

agemissedmorethan half a day from the schoolin which he or 
shewas currently enrolled. 

A cut-down day is a day on which a personcuts down for 
morethan half a day on the things he or sheusually does. 

Work-loss,school-loss,andcut-downdaysreferto the short-
term effectsof illnessor injury. However,beddaysarea measure 

i of both long-andshort-termdisability, becausea chronically ill 
bedriddenpersonand a personwith a cold could both report 
havingspentmore than half a day in bed due to an illness. 

The number of restricted-activity days is the number of 
days a person experiencedat least one of the four types of 
activity restrictionjust described.It is the most inclusivemeas­
ure of disability days and the least descriptive;4 days of re­
stricted activity may mean4 bed days associatedwith serious 
illness or 4 days duringwhich a personmerely cut down on his 
or her usual activities dueto a mild illness. 

A single restricted-activity day may involve both a bed 
day and a work-lossor school-lossday. However, a cut-down 
day cannot overlap with any of thesethree types of disability 
days. In calculating the sum of restricted-activity days, each 
day is countedonly onceevenif morethan onetype of activity 
restriction was involved. 

Restricted-activitydays may be associatedwith eitherper­
sonsor conditions.Person days are the numberof days during 
which a personrestricted his or her activity. Condition days 
are the numberof days during which a condition causeda per-

son to restrict his or her activity. A personday of restricted 
activity can be causedby more than one condition. In such a 
case,eachcondition causingrestriction is associatedwith that 
day of restricted activity. Therefore,the number of condition 
days of restricted activity may exceedthe number of person 
daysof restrictedactivity. This relationshipholdsfor eachtype 
of restricted-activityday. 

When two or more conditions cause a day of restricted 
activity, the conditions may be (1) both (all) acute, (2) one 
(some) acute and the other (some) chronic, or (3) both (all) 
chronic.The numberof restricted-activitydays associatedwith 
acute conditions includes groups(1) and (2); the number of 
such days associatedwith chronic conditions includes groups 
(2) and(3). The phrase“associatedwith” rather than “caused 
by” is usedto indicate that somedays associatedwith acuteor 
chronic conditions are not necessarilycausedsolely by that 
type of condition. 

Assessed health status-The categoriesrelatedto this con­
cept resultfrom askingthe respondent,“Would you say -
health is excellent,very good,good,fair, or poor?”As such, it 
is based on a respondent’sopinion and not directly on any 
clinical evidence. 

Terms relating to persons injured 

Injury condition-An injury condition,or simply an injury, 
is a condition of the type that is classified accordingto the 
nature-of-injurycodenumbers(800-999) in the ninth revision 
of the International Classification of Diseases.*In addition to 
fractures, lacerations, contusions,burns, and so forth, which 
arecommonlythoughtof asinjuries,this groupof codesincludes 
poisoningsand impairments causedby accidentsor nonacci­
dental violence. Unless otherwisespecified,the term injury is 
usedto cover all of these. 

A person may sustain more than one injury in a single 
accident(for instance,a brokenleg andlacerationof the scalp), 
so the numberof injury conditions may exceedthe numberof 
personsinjured. 

Statistics of acute injury conditions include only injuries 
that involved medical attendanceor at least a half day of re­
stricted activity. 

Episodes of persons injured-Each time a person is in­
volved in an accidentor nonaccidentalviolence causinginjury 
that results in medical attention or at least 1 day of restricted 
activity, it is countedas a separateepisodeof a personinjured. 
Therefore,one personmay accountfor more than one episode 
of a personinjured. 

The numberof episodesof personsinjured is not equiva­
lent to the numberof accidentsfor severalreasons:(1) the term 
“accident” as commonlyusedmay not involve injury at all; (2) 
morethan one injured personmay be involved in a singleacci­
dent, so the numberof accidentsresulting in injury would be 
less than the numberof personsinjured in accidents;and (3) 
the term “accident” ordinarily implies an accidental origin, 
whereas“persons injured” as usedin the National Health In-

terview Survey includes personswhose injuries resultedfrom 
certain nonaccidentalviolence. 

The numberof episodesof personsinjured in a specified 
time interval is equal to or less than the incidence of injury 
conditionsbecausea personmay incur morethan one injury in 
a singleaccident. 

Terms relating to accidents 
Motor vehicle-A motor vehicle is any mechanically or 

electrically powereddevice,not operatedon rails, on which or 
by which a personor property canbe transportedor drawnon a 
land highway.Any objectbeingtowedby a motor vehicle(such 
as a trailer, coaster,sled, or wagon)is considereda part of the 
motor vehicle.Devicesusedsolely for movingpersonsor mate-
rials within the confinesof a building and its premisesare not 
countedas motor vehicles. 

Moving motor vehicleaccident-An accidentis classified 
as“moving motor vehicle” if at least one of the motor vehicles 
involved in the accidentwas movingat the time of the accident. 
This category is subdivided into “traflic” and “nontraffic” 
accidents. 

Trafic moving motor vehicleaccident-An accidentis in 
the ‘%a&” categoryif it occurredon a public street or high-
way. It is consideredto have occurred on the highway if it 
occurred wholly on the highway, originated on the highway, 
terminatedon the highway, or involved a vehicle partially on 
the highway. (See“street or highway.“) 

Nontra$ic moving motor vehicleaccident-The accident 
is in the “nontraffic” category if it occurred entirely in any 
placeother than a public streetor highway. 

Street or highway-“Street or highway”meansthe entire 
width betweenproperty lines of a way or place, any part of 
which is open for use of the public as a matter of right or cus­
tom. This includesmore thanjust the traveledpart of the road. 
“Street or highway” includes the whole right-of-way. Public 
sidewalksare part of the street,but private driveways,private 
lanes,private alleys, and private sidewalksare not considered 
part of the street. 

Nonmoving motor vehicle accident--If the motor vehicle 
was not moving at the time of the accident,the accidentis con­
sidereda “nonmoving motor vehicle”accidentandis classified 
in the “other accident”category.(See“other accident.“) 

Accident while at work-An accidentis classifiedas“while 
at work” if the injured personwas 18 yearsof ageor over and 
was at work at a job or businessat the time the accident 
happened. 

Home accident-An accident is classified as “home” if 
the injury occurredeitherinside or outsidethe house.“Outside 
the house”refers to the yard, buildings, and sidewalkson the 
property. “Home” includes not only the person’sown home 
but also any other home in which the personmay have been 
injured. 

Industribl place-This categoryincludesfactory buildings, 
railway yards, warehouses,workshops, loading platforms of 
factories or stores, construction projects (houses, buildings, 
bridges,new roads, and the like), as well as buildings under­
goingremodeling.However, accidentsin private homesunder­
goingremodelingare classifiedas home accidents. 

Other accident-This c:ategoryincludesinjuries in public 
places (such as tripping and falling in a store or on a public 
sidewalk) and also nonaccidentalinjuries such as homicidal 
and suicidal attempts.The survey doesnot cover the military 
population,but currentdisability of varioustypesresultingfrom 
prior injury that occurredwhile the personwas in the Armed 
Forces is covered and is included in this class. Mishaps for 
which the class of accident could not be ascertainedare also 
included. 

Terms relating to physician contacts 

Physician contact-A physiciancontactis defmedas con­
sultationwith a physician,in personor by telephone,for exar­
ination, diagnosis,treatment, or advice. (Physician contacts 
with hospital inpatients are not included.) The contact is con­
sidered to be a physician contact if the service is provided 
directly by the physician or by a nurse or other personacting 
undera physician’ssupervision.For the purposeof this detini­
tion, “physician” includesdoctorsof medicineandosteopathic 
physicians.The term “doctor” is used in the interview rather 
than “physician” becauseof popularusage.However,the con­
cept toward which all instructions are directedis that which is 
describedhere. 

Physician contacts for servicesprovided on a mass basis 
are not included in the tabulations. A service receivedon a 
massbasisis definedas any serviceinvolving only a singletest 
(such as a test for diabetes)or a single procedure(such as a 
measlesinoculation) when this single service is administered 
identically to all personswho are at the place for this purpose. 
Hence obtaining a chest x ;ray in a tuberculosis chest x ray 
trailer is not includedas a physiciancontact.However,a special 
chest x ray given in a physician’s office or in an outpatient 
clinic is considereda physician contact. 

If a physician is called to a houseto see more than ore 
person,the call is considereda separatephysician contact for 
eachpersonaboutwhom the physician is consulted. 

A physician contact is associatedwith the person about 
whom the adviceis sought,evenif that persondoesnot actually 
seeor consultthe physician.For example,if a mother consulls 
a physician about one of her children, the physician contact IS 
ascribedto the child. 

Place of contact: Telephone.Refers to medically related 
matters discussedin a telephonecall with a physician or phy; 
sician’s assistant.Calls for nonmedicallyrelatedmatters(such 
as for an appointment)are not included.Ofice. Includesphy­
sician offices that are not locatedin a hospital. 

Hospital. Involves three types of places in a hospita!: 
emergencyroom, clinic, and Idoctor’soffrce. Other. Any place 
not classifiedinto one of the three categoriesspecifiedabove, 

Interval since last physician contact-The interval since 
the last physiciancontactis the lengthof time prior to the week 
of interview since a physician was last consultedin personor 
by telephonefor treatmentor advice of any type whatever.A 
physician contact with a hospital inpatient can be counteda:; 
the last time a physicianwas seen,eventhoughit is not included 
in the “physician contact” category. 
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Terms relating to hospitalization 

Hospital-For this survey, a hospital is defined as any 
institution either (1) named in the listing of hospitals in the 
current American Hospital Association Guide to the Health 
Care Field or (2) found on the Master Facility Inventory List 
maintainedby the National Center for Health Statistics. 

Short-stay hospital-A short-stayhospital is one in which 
the type of service provided is general;maternity; eye, ear, 
nose, and throat; children’s; or osteopathic;or it may be the 
hospital departmentof an institution. 

Hospital day-A hospitalday is a day on which a personis 
confinedto a hospital.It is countedas a hospitalday only if the 
patient stays overnight.Thus a patient who entersthe hospital 
on Monday afternoonand leavesWednesdaynoon is consid­
eredto have had two hospital days. 

Hospital days during the year-The number of hospital 
daysduringthe year is the total numberfor all hospitalepisodes 
in the 1Zmonth period prior to the interview week. For the 
purposesof this estimate,episodesoverlappingthe beginning 
or end of the 12-monthperiod are subdividedso that only those 
days falling within the period are included. 

Hospital episode-A hospital episodeis any continuous 
period of stay of one night or more in a hospital as an inpatient 
except the period of stay of a well newborninfant. A hospital 
episodeis recordedfor a family memberwheneverany part of 
his hospital stay is includedin the 12-monthperiod prior to the 
interview week. 

Hospital discharge-A hospital dischargeis the comple­
tion of any continuousperiod of stay of one or more nights in a 
hospital as an inpatientexceptthe period of stay of a well new-
born infant. A hospital dischargeis recordedwhenevera pres­
ent memberof the householdis reportedto havebeendischarged 
from a hospital in the 1Zmonth period prior to the interview 
week.(Estimateswerebasedon dischargesthat occurredduring 
the 6-month period prior to the interview.) 

Length of hospital stay-The lengthof hospital stay is the 
durationin days, exclusiveof the day of discharge,of a hospital 
discharge.(See“hospital discharge.“) 

Average length of stay-The averagelength of stay per 
dischargedpatient is computedby dividing the total numberof 
hospital days for a specifiedgroup by the total numberof dis­
chargesfor that group. 

Demographic terms 
Age-The agerecordedfor each personis the age at last 

birthday.Age is recordedin singleyearsandgroupedin a variety 
of distributions dependingon the purposeof the table. 

Geographic region-For the purposeof classifyingthe pop 
ulation by geographicarea, the States are groupedinto four 
regions.These regions,which correspondto those usedby the 
U.S. Bureauof the Census,are as follows: 

Region States included 

Northeast.. . . . . Maine, Vermont, New Hampshire, Massa­
chusetts, Connecticut, Rhode Island, New 
York, New Jersey, and Pennsylvania. 

North Central. . . Ohio, Illinois, Indiana, Michigan, Wiscon­
sin, Minnesota, Iowa, Missouri, North 
Dakota, South Dakota, Kansas, and 
Nebraska. 

Region-Con. Stares included-Con. 

South. . . . . . . Delaware, Maryland, District of Columbia, 
West Virginia, Virginia, Kentucky, 
Tennessee, North Carolina, South Caro­
lina, Georgia, Florida, Alabama, Missis­
sippi, Louisiana, Oklahoma, Arkansas, 
and Texas. 

West . . . . . . Washington, Oregon, California, Nevada, 
New Mexico, Arizona, Idaho, Utah, Colo­
rado, Montana, Wyoming, Alaska, and 
Hawaii. 

Place of residence-The place of residenceof a memberof 
the civilian noninstitutionalizedpopulationis classifiedas inside 
a standardmetropolitanstatistical area(SMSA) or outside an 
SMSA. Placeof residenceinside an SMSA is further classified 
as either central city or not central city. 

Standard metropolitan statistical area-The definitionsand 
titles of SMSA’s areestablishedby the U.S. Offrce of Manage­
ment and Budgetwith the adviceof the Federal Committee on 
StandardMetropolitan Statistical Areas. Generally speaking, 
an SMSA consistsof a county or groupof countiescontaining 
at least one city (or twin cities) having a population of 50,000 
or more plus adjacentcountiesthat are metropolitanin charac­
ter and are economically and socially integratedwith the cen­
tral city. In New England,towns and cities ratherthan counties 
are the units usedin defining SMSA’s. There is no limit to the 
numberof adjacentcountiesincluded in the SMSA as long as 
they areintegratedwith the centralcity, nor is an SMSA limited 
to a singleState;boundariesmay cross State lines. The metro­
politan populationin this report is basedon SMSA’s asdefined 
in the 1970 censusand doesnot include any subsequentaddi­
tions or changes. 

Central city of an SMSA-The largestcity in an SMSA is 
always a central city. One or two additional cities may be sec­
ondary central cities in the SMSA on the basis of one of the 
following criteria: 

1. 	 The additional city or cities must have a population one-
third or more of that of the largest city and a minimum 
populationof 25,000. 

2. 	 The additional city or cities must have at least 250,000 
inhabitants. 

Not central city of an SMSA-This includes all of the 
SMSA that is not part of the central city itself. 

Not in SMSA-This includes all other places in the 
country. 

Race-The population is divided into three racial groups, 
“white,” “black,” and “all other.” “All other” includesAleut, 
Eskimo or American Indian, Asian or Pacific Islander, and 
any other races.Racecharacterizationis basedon the respond­
ent’s descriptionof his or her racial background. 

Income offamily or of unrelated individuals-Each mem­
ber of a family is classifiedaccordingto the total incomeof the 
family of which he or she is a member.Within the household, 
all personsrelatedto eachotherby blood, marriage,or adoption 
constitutea family. Unrelatedindividualsare classifiedaccord­
ing to their own incomes. 

The incomerecordedis the total of all incomereceivedby 
membersof the family (or by an unrelatedindividual) in the 
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1Zmonth periodprecedingthe weekof interview.Income from 
all sources-for example,wages,salaries,rentsfrom property, 
pensions,and help from relatives-is included. 

Currently employed-Persons 18 years of age and over 
who reportedthat at any time duringthe 2-weekperiodcovered 
by the interview they either worked at or had a job or business 
are currently employed. Current employment includes paid 
work as an employee of someoneelse; self-employmentin 
business,farming, or professionalpractice; andunpaidwork in 
a family businessor farm. Personswho weretemporarilyabsent 
from ajob or businessbecauseof a temporaryillness,vacation, 
strike, or bad weatherare consideredas currently employedif 
they expectedto work as soon as the particular event causing 
the absenceno longerexisted. 

Freelanceworkers are consideredcurrently employed if 
they had a definite arrangementwith one employeror more to 
work for pay accordingto a weekly or monthly schedule,either 
full time or part time. 

Excluded from the currently employedpopulationareper­
sonswho haveno definite employmentschedulebut work only 
when their servicesare needed.Also excludedfrom the cur­
rently employedpopulation are (1) personsreceivingrevenue 

from an enterprisebut not participating in its operation, (2) 
personsdoinghouseworkor charity work for which they receive 
no pay, (3) seasonalworkers;duringthe portion of the year they 
were not working, and(4) personswho were not working, even 
thoughhaving a job or business,but were on layoff or looking 
for work. 

The numberof currently employedpersonsestimatedfrom 
the National Health Interview Survey(NHIS) will differ from 
the estimatespreparedfrom the Current Population Survey 
(CPS) of the U.S. Bureauof the Censusfor severalreasons.In 
addition to sampling variability they include three primary 
conceptual differences,namely: (1) NHIS estimatesare for 
persons18 years of age and.over; CPS estimatesare for per-
sons 16 years of ageand over. (2) NHIS usesa 2-weekrefer-
ence period, while CPS uses a l-week referenceperiod. (3) 
NHIS is a continuing survey with separate samples taken 
weekly; CPS is a monthly sampletaken for the survey wesk 
which includesthe 12th of thiemonth, 

The most detailed operational definition of all of these 
termsis found in theZVHISInterviewer’sManual. Instructions 
are given in the Manual on how problemcasesassociatedwith 
eachconceptare to be handled.
