Exercise 9.1  Supervisory Checklist Exercises- Reviewing the SSD.
1. Using the Suspect and Sputum Dispatch Register and Supervisory checklist sample pages below, complete the following.

2. Look at each entry and review for errors.  Look carefully at all the dates and results.  Circle or highlight errors in the table.

ANSWERS
      489:  Age missing; Decision of “Not a Case” not supported by 3 smear results. One result insufficient.
490: Sex incorrect.  The interval between initial sputum collection and final report of a positive smear was 6 days.  This diagnostic delay resulted in many more people being exposed to TB during that period.  You want to look at the average intervals between collection and reporting. Ideally, the local labs should turn bacteriology results around in 2-3 days at the most.
491:  Winston is missing ALL his results.  This could be a result of a) lost specimens; b) specimens not done; or c) specimens processed but results not reported.  Overall, this increases the diagnostic delay and increased transmission to contacts—and jeopardizes Winston’s outcome.  

492. Age is Missing; Result recorded date PRECEDES sputum collection date. This m,eans either a recording error, or the patients results have mixed up. The TBC should go back and look at the actual results on the Mycobacteriology Report Form.
493.  All specimens collected and dispatched on same Day!  What does this mean?
494. Sex is incorrect; Data do not support case confirmation.
495.  No Errors
497.  Suspect Serial Number Out of sequence.
3. Using the same sample from the SSD, 

a. Calculate the % of suspects for whom 3 specimens were collected.  What is the numerator and what is the denominator for this calculation? 5/8 = 62.5%  -- POOR

b. How many patients have an Incorrect decision? 2
c. How many patients have an incorrect date fields?  Two patients have incorrect collection/dispatch dates; 3 patients have erroneous registration dates- these SHOULD match the collection date.
d. What proportion of the suspects have all the variables correctly recorded? (1 or 1/8= 12.5%) What grade would you give this worksheet? POOR
e. Which single entry is correct EXCEPT for the registration date?  Pt 495

Register used regularly- NO.  Score=  Poor- less than  75% complete

Comment:  It appears that 3 registrations have been “batched” on 15/12/06

Columns completed: Generally speaking, most columns had data though much was incorrect.  Out of 11 columns <75% were correctly completed SCORE=POOR

      All suspects have 3 sputums:  SCORE= Poor 5/8 = 62.5%
      All sputum results are correctly recorded:  Poor- Many return dates precede collection/registration dates, suggesting poor attention to detail.  Should check all results against LAB register also
