· Systems analysts solve computer issues and uses technology to help a business meet its needs
· They design, implement, review and evaluate computerized information systems
· They are responsible to make sure that existing computer systems meet an organization’s needs.  If not, they have to improve the computer system and sometimes have to design a new system right from the start
· Systems analysts often specializes in a certain field, for example accounting, business, science or engineering 
· In an organization a systems analyst is often the link between the managers, computer programmers and computer users
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
