What do Photojournalists do?
1. [bookmark: _GoBack]A photojournalist is a journalist who uses photos to tell a story (they “write” with photos)
1. Photojournalists often travel with journalists to capture and write up events around the world
1. Sometimes photojournalists go and do a job alone
1. They tell a story in a way regular journalists cannot
1. Some photojournalists work for big news papers
1. Other photojournalists work for themselves and try to sell their photos
1. Photojournalists who work for themselves might take side jobs photographing weddings or graduations
1. Photojournalists capture many different things, from wars to wild animals like elephants
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
