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You will need to complete Vocational training (Grade 12 plus one or two years of career training) to be a Midwife.

What do Midwives do?
1. Midwives help women bear children
1. They care for women during their pregnancies, labour, delivery, and recovery from birth
1. Midwives help women with family planning
1. They also offer exams, along with care after menopause
1. Midwives use natural techniques to help women deliver children
1. Sometimes midwives work with doctors who also help women deliver children
1. They teach women, their families, and communities life skills and natural remedies for staying healthy
1. Midwives help women who might otherwise get very sick from childbirth or die
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
