What do Construction Workers or Builders do?
1. [bookmark: _GoBack]Construction workers use manual labour, strength, and knowledge to build, fix, and tear down homes, apartments, buildings, factories, schools, and other structures
1. They also prepare areas for construction by moving dirt around and pouring foundations
1. General construction workers do a wide range of work and are expected to know the basics of all construction projects
1. Specialty construction workers focus on one aspect of construction work
1. Construction can be a dangerous field to work in, so construction workers pay attention to detail so that they can stay safe
1. They may work with other construction workers in the same crew or team, or with many construction workers that they do not know if a project is big enough
1. Construction workers do things like paint and decorate, weld metal together, put roofs on buildings, do landscaping, lay carpet, lay bricks, plaster sheetrock, install heating and cooling systems, operate heavy machinery, build fences, and put down tile
1. They also sometimes do the jobs of carpenters, electricians, and plumbers
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
